pofled to cover the communication till he effeéted his
retreat. In confequence of thefe dire&ions, genmeral
Abercrombie began his retreat, and og his arrival upon
the heights at Roubaix finding himfelf {arrounded
upon all fides without a poffibility of affembling the
corps, he determined to continue it to Lannoy. This
he cffeted amidRt the repeated attacks of the enemy,
who poured upon him from all parts. General Aber-
crombie found, Lannoy alfo in poflefhon of the encmy,
but he avoided the town by marching round it under
a very heavy fire, and {oon after reached Templeuve.

- Majorsgeneral Fox, after {utaining, with great se-
folution, a very vigorous attack from the principal past
of the column which came from Lifle, began his re-
treat allo, and finding himfelf cut off from the brigade
of guards, and Lannoy occugied by the enemy, he
direfted his march upon the village of Leers, at which
place he jolned the column of lieutenant-general
Orto. ‘

I enclofe you a return of our lofs upon this occafion.
I regret that it is fo great, but when the nature of the
altion is confidered, and that it was condufled in a
ccuntry the molt favourable to the views of the encmy
that they could have withed for, while their perfett
knowledge of thefe parts enabled them to take every
sdvantage®of it, it might have been expeéled to have
been {till more confiderable. From the badunefs of the
g0ads, the lofs: of the hories, and the timidity of the
drivers, the leaving a part of our artillery became in-
evitable.

I am to defire that you wi!l afiure his majefty that
the officers and men fhewed all the firmnefs and refo-
Jution on this occafion that could be expeéted from
them ; and it would be an injuftice done to the reft to
diftinguith any particular corps. The abilities and
coolnels with which lieutenant.general Abercrombie
and major-general Fox conduéted their corps under
thefe trying circumltances, require, however, that I.
fhould particularly notice them. ‘

It is a peculiar confolation to . me that the column
under my command executed to the full extent their

intended part of the operation, and that in the check

which they afterwards fuftained, the conduét of the
Britifh troops has entitled them to the warmeft ex-
refions of graticude and admiration on the part of his
mperial majefty.
