From thefe details it is evident,  that the Mofelle ar-
my  was upon the point of forming a junétion with
that of the Ardennes.. The laft mentioned army and
that of the North were already united. The fequel
of _this vaft operation will no doubt be fomething de.
cifive. _

Pagticulars of the operations of the Southern armies,
from the fame authentic fource, fhall foon appear, but
jn the mean time we can aiiure our. readers, that, the
contradi€tory account publifhed in New-York not-
withftanding, the French advance rapidly in Catalonia,
that they have taken the importint foundery of St.
Laurent, the only one in that province, and furrounded
Bellegarde. In Italy, their fuccefles are, if poffible,
more rapid. Mount St. Bernard was carried the be-
ginning ‘of May; and about the 14th of the fame
month, the formidable polt of the great Mount Cenis,
was taken by Dugomier.

The accounts. from French papers in this number,
are four or five days later from the great fcene of aétion
in Europe, than any intelligence before pubiifhed here.
Their concifenefs and perfpicuity enabled the reader
to form a much better jndgment of the flate of affairs,
than the confufed manner in which events are recorded
in the London Gazette. ‘Thefe latter accounts are the
