WESTERN DISTURBANCES.

Difpatches were yefterday received from the commil-
fioners fént by the federal and ftate governments to
offer terms to the infurgents in the Wcl%cm counties of
this ftate. ‘The mmformation thele contain are not fo
favourable as was anticipated from the difpofition ex-
prefled by the committee of conference. It appears,
that the propofitions made by th: commiffioners were
laid - before the committee of fafety confilting ef 6o
members, of which the committee of conference were
a part, s

They were taken into confid-ration by the grand
committee, g7 members being preient; on the 28th
ult. Mr. Galietin gddrefled them in a fpeech of two
hours long, in which he treated the fubjclt in a very
mafterly manner, recommending obedience to the law,
and recourfe to the contlitutional means of obtaining a
repeal of it.. He was followed by Mr. Bradford, who
in a violent and inflammatory harrangue of confiderable
length endeavoured to make a contrary impreflion; he
contended, that refiftance to the oppreifion of an odious
excife was not only a duty, bat that in the then fitua-
tion of the Weltern countiy it was practicable to 1en-
der that oppofition effeftual; that the only article
wanted to infure an happy iffue to their efforts was fire
arms, that they wanted neither numbers nor courage,
and that the militia fent againft them would furnifh
arms.’ It was refolved, on the queition of approving
or di‘approving of the propofitions of governinent, that
the votes fhould not be given wiwa woce but by ballot,
left tear fhould influence.

Upon counting the votes 34 were found in favour of
the terms offered by government, and 23 againft.
some four or five memners afterwards declared they
had voted contrary to their {entiments having miftaken
the queftion,
ling that thzir fenfe of the terms offered by govern.
ment, fhould Le confidered as binding on the people,
and having appointed a committee Ot nine, further to
confer with the commiflioners from government, it was
determined that thofe terms fhou!d be finally reterred
to the people at large, and to collett their fenfe, each
inhabitant entitled to a vote 1s, on the xi1th inft, to
give it in the manner according to which eleétions are
condufled, either pro or com the propofitions. In the
county of Wafhington, the inhabitants are to vote in
townfhips and i1n that of Allegany, 1n eletion dil-
tri€ts. The return of votes is to be made on the.16th
inft. to the town of Union, in the county of Fayette.
1t thou!d be added, that the committee of nine, aiter
a conference with the commiffioners from government
individually figned their acquiefcen-e in the terms they
offered, and promife to ufe their influznce to cau'e them
to be accepted.

We hold the foregoing ftatement from very good au-
thority and can vouch for the accuracy of the material
parts of it. Thus it appears, that the unfortunate bu.
{inefs in that quarter is not fo near'a clofe as there was
reafon, a few days fince to expeCt. It is hoped, go-
vernment, placing a reliance on the good fente of the
people, wilrgrmt the delay alked, to the middle of the
month, and no doubt that good fenfe will defeat the
defigns of the fattions. The voting will occafion a
warm conteft, and as the queftion will be war or not
war, it would not be furprifing if it Jed to aéts of vio-
lence between the different parties. Should the fenfe
of the counties after this folemn trial, be in favour of
violent oppofition to the laws, no citizen who values
