LEXINGT ON, September 8.

An exprefs arrived here on Saturday evening ahbout
8 o'clock, with letters fiom thé€ army, from which
we have colleted the foilowing particulars ;— |

On the 20:h ult, about 146 miles advanced of Green~
ville, the advance guard, confilting of two companies,
were attacked by about y1co Indiins and Canadiad-mi,
litia; the attack being fudden and unexpelted, the ad-
vance guard fell back on the main army and threw
them into confufion, -which. occafioned a retreat of
about one hundred paces before they formed again;
after forming, not more than two heavy fires were ex-

changed before they were ordered to charge the enemy,,

which was inftantly done; upon which the enemy im-
mediately gave giound, and our men rufhing forward
with fuch 1mpe uofity, the enemy nere diflodged from
their coverts, and the cavaliy taking advantage ot that
- event, purfued them a»out two miles, when they dii-
perfed. The aét®n continued about an hour and a
quarter ; we had about 3o men killed, and 80 wound-
ed ; among the former are captain Campbell of the ca-
vairy, and lieutenant Towles of the infantry, Among
the latter are captain Slough, captain Vanranfailear,

captain Prior and 1eutenant Campbell Smith, of the fe-

deral army ;—Seven of the_volunteers were kilcd, aud
fourteen wounied. Oane hundred and twenty-(zven
{calps were taken, and a number Killed in the niver
that were not fcalped, The army remained three days
~on the ground, and. returned to Fort Defiance, at the
mouth of the Auglaize, where they wére on the 24th
uitimo.

The action happened within fizht of a ftrong Britith
fort, reguliriy built, and garriloned with thiee hun-
dred *men, between forty and nity miies beiow Fort
Defiance, on the Maumee ot the luikes. The com-
mander in chief, fept a flaz to major Camphell, com-
mander of the Br.tith garrifon, to maich his men out
to the neareft Britith poft, and give up the fort, both
of which he pofitively refufed.. Tne Indians had gooo0
acres of Jand in corn, a!l in excelient order on tire vot-
toms of the Miumee river, a cenlidzragle quantity of
which the aruy hav- deltroyed,

He was elcorted 3 tles
from the city by the company of light dragoons, ‘com-
manded by captain Hicks. The artillery, which was
drawn up at'a fmall diftance from rhe road at the end
. of the town, faluted him as he pafled, He then tock
an affeltionate farewell of the troops by addrelling them
in a fhort but eloquent and pathetic manner.
