IT is with infinite pleafure that I now announce to
“you the brilliant fuccefs of the federal army under my
command, in a general ation with the combined force
of the hcftile Indian:, and acrrnElcrablc number of
the volunteers and militia of Detrpit; on the 20th in-
flant, on the banks of the Miam §, in the vicinity of
the Britith poft and garrifon at Hi: feot of the Ra-
pids. t

The army advinced from this plfee on the r5th, and
arrived at Rocie de Bout on the 13th, ani the 19th we
were employcd in making atemporary polt for tbe re-
ception of our {toies and oaggage, and 1n reconnoitring
the pofition of the epemy, Wwho wareencamped behind
a thick “ufly. wood and the Britih furt, '

At 8 o'ciock on the morning of the 20th, the army
again advanced in columns aJrecadiy to the Kanding
order of march, the iegion ‘on thz righ®, its right
flank covered by the Miami.==0. e Drigade of mounted
vo.unieers on the left under brigad.er.general I'cdd,
and the other in the rear u.der biigadier general Bar-
bee. A feleét batta ion of mounted v luateers moved
in front of the legi.n, commanded by mujor Price,
who was direfted to keze)» fudiciently advanced, and to
~ive timelv not.ce for the troops to form in cale of
action, it being yet undeteninined whether the Indians
would decrde fur peace cr war, :

After advancing about five miles, major Price’s corps
recéiv-d fo fevere a fire from the ¢nemmy who were le-
creted in the woods and high ‘grafs as 1o compel them
to retreat, |

The legion was immediately formed in two lines,

principaily in a clofe thick wood, which extended for
miles on our left, and for a very confiderable diftance
in front, the ground heing covered with old fal.en
timber, probably occafioned by a tornado, which ren.
dered it impraéticable tor the cavalry to alt with cifeli,
and aftorded the enemy the moit favouiable covert tor
their mode of wartare: the favages were formed 1n th.ee
lines within fupporting diftance of each other, and ex.
tending for near two miles at right angles with the
river. 1 foon difcorvered, from th: weigzht of the fire
and extent of their iines, that the enemy were in tull
force in front, in pofleflion of their favourne g ound,
and endeavouring to turn our left’ flank; I the et re
gave orders for the fecond line to advance to fupport
the firtt, and directed - major-general Scott to gain
and turn the right flank of the favages, with the whole
of the mounte! volunteers by a circuitous route; at
the fame time [ ordered the front line to a'viance and
charge with triiled arms, and roufe the Indians from
their coverts at thie point of the bayonet, and when up
to deliver a clofe and well direfted fire, on their backs,
followed by a britk charge fo as not to give tuem time
to load agan.

[ aifo ordered capt, Mis Campbell, who commanded
the legionary cavalry, to turn the left flink of“the
enemy next the river, and which afforded a favourable
field for that corps to alt in-—=all thofe ordcrs were
obeyed with fpirit and promptitude; but fuch .was the
impetuofity of the charze by the firit line of infanury,
that the Indians and Canadian militia and volunteers
were drove fiom '@l their coverts, in fo fhort a time,
that although every poflible exertion was ufed by the
officers of the fecond lipe of the legion, and by generals
Scott, Todd and Barbee, of the mounied volunteers,
to gain their proper pofitions, but part of each could
get up in fealon to participate in the altion, the enemy
being drove 1n the courle of one hour mure_than two
miles, through the thick wodods already inentioned, Ly
lels than one half their number.

From every account tiie. enemy amounted to two
thoufand coumbatants, the tioops actually engaged
againft them werg thort of nine hundred. “This bhorde
of favages, *with their allies, abandoned themi=lves to
flight, and dilperfed -with terror and difmay, leaving
our viftori-us army in full and quict potietlion ot the
field of battie, which terminated under the influence of
the guns of the Britifh garrifon, as you. wiil oblerve by

Enclofed is a particular return of the killed and
wounded-—the lofs of the en:my was more than double
to that ot-the federal army——the woods were {irewed
‘tor a confidera~le diftance with dead bodies of Indians
and their white auxiliaries, the latter arm+<d with Bui.
tith mufkeis and bayonets. *

We remained three days and nights on the banks of
the M 'amis, in front of the ficld of battle, daring
which time all the houfes and corn ﬁcﬂ: were con-
fum-d and deftroyed for a confirerale diftance above
and below Fort INiamis, as well as within piftot fhot
qf that garrifon, who were compzlled to remain tacit
{pectators to this geaeral devaftation and conflagration.

Fhe army returned to this place on the 27th by eafy
marches, laying waite the villages and corn ficlds for
about fir:y miles on each fide of the Miamis : there re-
mains yet a number of viilages and a great quantity of
corn to be coniumed or deflroyed upon_the Au Glaize
and the Miamis ahove this place, which wiil be effeéted
in the courfe ot a few days. |

In the interim we (ha!l improve Fort Defiance, and
as foon as the efcort returns with the neceffary fuppiies
fr. m Greenvilie and Fort Recovery, the atmy will proe
cced to the Miamis villages, in ordser to accompiith the
objet of the campaign. .

It is; however, not improbable that the enemy may
make one delperate‘effort againtt the army, as it is faid

a reinforcement was. hourly expefted at Fort Miamis

from Niagara, as well as numerous tiibes ot Indians
living on the margins and iflands of the lakes.

Th:s 15 a bufinels rather to be with2d for than dread-
ed whilit the army remains in force, their numbers
wiil only tend to confule the favages, and the viflory
wiil be the more complete and decifive, and which mnay
eventually inture a permanent and happy peace.
