un&ly recognize conditions which had already heen
declared to be wholly inadmifiible. ‘To what valua-
ble end, my loni, loofe cenverfations, having in
view either no definite refule, or none that wa.:at-
tainable, could under fuch circumftances and upon
fuch topics, be continved, it would not e eafy to
difcover ; and T think 1 may ventare to aTume that
‘the fubfequent writien correfpondence has com-
pletely fhewn that they could not have been other-
wile than fruitlefs; and that they werc not too
loop abandoned for that more tormal courfe, to
which fram the beginning they could only be con-
fidered as preparatery :
After remonftrating agzinft the wifh of the A-
merican government to give to the further difculn-
ous a written form, Mr Jackfon difpofes himfelf
