It is impossible to ascertain cor-
reQly the loss of the enemy. From
the best information received from
the British officers, from my own
observations, aud from various lists
found on board the Confiance, I cal-
culate the number of men on board
that ship at the commencement of
the a&ion at 270, of whom™ at least
180 were killed and wounded, and
on board the other captured vessels
at least 80 more, making in the
whoale, killed and wounded, 260.—
This is doubtless short of the real
number, as many were thrownover-
board from the Confiance during the
engagement.

T'he muster books must have been
thrown overboard, or otherwise dis-
posed of, as they are not to be
found.

SIR,

-} tave-the-Honowto-give you the.,

particulars of the.action which took
place on the 11th inst. on this lake.

For several days the enemy were
on their way to Igiausburgh by land
and water, and it being well under-
stood that an attack would be made
at the same time by their land and
naval forces, I determined to wait
at anchor the approach of the lat-
ter.

At 8 A, M. the look out boat an
nounced the approach of theencmy.
At 9, he anchored in a line aheadat
about 300 yards distance from my
line ; his ship opposed to the Sara-
toga, his brig to the Eagle, capt.
Henley, his gallies, 13 in number,
to the schooner, sloop, and a divi-
sion of our gallies ; one of hissloops
assisting their ship and brig, the o-
ther assisting their gallies.  Ourre-
maining gallies with the Saratoga
and Eagle.

In this situation the whole force
on both sides became engaged, the
Saratoga suffering much {rom the
heavy fire of the Coafiance. I
could perceive at the same time,
however, that our fire was very de-
strufive to her, The Ticondero-
ga, Lt. Com. Cassin, gallantly sus-

~tained her full share of the a&ion.

At half past ten o’clock the Eagle,
not being able to bring her guns to
bear, cut her cable and anchored in
a more eligible position, between my
ship and the Ticonderoga, where
she very much annoyed the enemy,
but unfortunately leaving me expos-
ed to a galling fire from the enemy’s
brig. Our guns on the starboard
side being nearly all dismounted, or.
not manageable, a stern anchor was

let go, the bower cable cuty and the
ship winded with a (fresh broadside
on the enemy’s ship, which soon af-
tersurrendered, Our broadside was
then sprung to bear on the bwig,
which surrendered in about 15 mi-
nutes after. )

‘The sloop that was opposed tothe
Eagle, had struck some time before
and drifted down the line ; the sloop
which was with their gallies having
struck also. Three ot their gallies
are said to be sunk; the others pull-
ed off. Our gallies were about o-
beying with alacrity the signal to fol-
low them, when all the vessels were
reported to me to be in asinking
state ; it then became necessary to
annul the signal to the gallies, and
order their men to the pumps.

. I could only look at the enemy’s
gallies going off in a shattered con-
dition, for there was not a moast in
either squadron that could stand to
make sail on; the lower rigging be-
ing nearly all shot away, hung down
as tho’ it had been just placed over
the mast heads.

‘L he Saratoga had fifty-five round
shot in her huil ; the Conkance one
hundred and five. "The enemy’s
shot passed principally just over cur
heads, as there were not 20 whole
hammocks in the nettings at the
close_of-_the adlion, which. lasted
without intermission two hours and
twenty migutes. g

The absence and sickness of licut.
Raymond Perry, left me without the
services of that excellent officer ;
much ocught fairly to be attributed
to him for his great care and atten-
tion in disciplining the ship’s crew
as her first lieutenant. His place
was filled by a gallant young officer,
Lieut. Peter Gamble, who, I regret
to inform you was killed early in the
a&lion. A&ting lieut. Valletie work-
ed the 1st and 2d divisions of guns
with able effe€t, Sailing master
Brum’s attention to the springs,and
in the execution of the order to
wind the ship, and occasionally at
the guns, meets with my entire ap-
probation, also Capt. Youngs com-
manding the afling marines, who
took his men to the guns.—Mr.
Beale, purser, was of great service
at the guns, and in carrying my or-

ders throughout the ship with mid-

shipman ~~Montgonrery: - Master’s
mate Joshua Justin, had command of

the 3d division ; his condu&l during

the afion was that of a brave and

corre® oficer. Midshipman Mon-

teath, Graham, Williamson, Platt,

Thwing, and afing midshipman

Baldwin, all behaved well, and gave

evidence of their making valuable

officers.

The Baratoga was twice set on
fire by hot shot from the enemy’s
ship.

I close, sir, this communicagion
with feelings of gratitude for the able
support J received from every officer
and man attached to the squadron
which I have the honor to coms
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
