Our selection for to-day
is made from a sermon by Bishop
Porteus.

LXTRACT.

Some there are, who, far from
having anv love for God, affect to
doubt his very existence, and pro-
fessedly make a jest of every thing
that locks like religion. = Others,
immersed in the -pugguits of plea-
sure, of 'mtcrcs?\of mbitton, have
no tune to wiste upoft their Maker,
and hardly know whether they be-
lieve 2 God or not. And even of
those who profess both to believe
and to revereitce him, how few are
there that know any thing of that
<snward and hearty love for him
which leads to uiversal holiness of

decercy of condud, are just in their

dealings, - and- generous to their
friends, they think that all is wgl!
and that they are in the high road
to salvation. All their notions of
duty terminate in themselves, or their

fellzw creatures, and they seem to

have no apprebensions of any pecu-
liar homuage or service being due to
their Creater.  ‘They can therefore,
without any remorse of conscience,
make a wanton and irreverent use of
of his holy name, in oaths and exe-

~-crations, which can answer no other

purpose but that of msulting God,
and giving pain to every scrious
mind. Not content with the ample
provision of six days out of seven
for their business and amusement,
they must have the seventh too, or
they are undone. They grudge their
Maker even that slender pittince of
ume which he has reserved to
himself; they prostitute the whole.
or the greater part of it, to the
most trifling-or most unworthy pur-
poses ; and think it much fitter that
he shouid be robbed of his worship
than they of their pleasures and
pursuits for a day, or even foran
hour, They think it a dreacful
crime to be risitecus over-much, but
none at all to be righteous over.lit.
tle. They are terriby atraid of be-
ing called bigots and enthusiasts ;
but think there is ne danger of tfall-
ing into the opposite extreme, of
lukewarmness and want of piety.—
They profess perhaps somctimes,
and perhaps too pevsuade themsclves
that they realiy love Ged; but they
give mo demonstrative proof that
their persuasion is well-grounded, &
their protessions sincere. I they
have the form of godliness, they
too commoniy want the power ol it,
Their picty i1s in general ¢xterior
and local, confined to the oruinary
offices of devotton, and the wulils ot
a church ; not cunsidering that God
is equaily present cvery where; that
the whole worla is his temple, and
the sanctity of our whole lives his
worship. But theirlives are conse-
crated to far other purposes. Their
affe@ions are not set on things a-
bowve, their views do not tend there,
their hopes are not centered there,
¢ their treasure is on earth, and
there is their heart also.” The
main end, the great and ultimate
aim, of all their actions und de-
s'gns, is not to please God, but to
please themsleves; to advance their
power, to cnlarge their fortunes, to
multiply their amusements.  Their
love of God is oniy secondaryy and
subservient to these primary consi-
derations ; just as much as is com-
modious and easy, and consistent
with all their tavorite pursuits. Sa-
usfied with ¢ eschewing evil,” they
do not go on ‘tto do the thing that
is good;” they do not press for-
ward towards those sublime and ex-
aited virtue , that preterence of
God to every worldly censideration,
that entire tesignation to the divine
wiil, that perfect trust and reliance
upon Heaven, which are the surest
proof, and the fairest fruit, of true
genurne piety.  In prosperity, their
hearts are litted up, and they forget
God; in adversity, they are cast
down, and dare not look up to him.
Or if, when misfortunes press hard
upon them, they are at length bro’t
down upon their knees before him ;
yet this 1s commonly an aét of fear
rather than of love, of necessity
rather than of choice ; after expe-
riencing what. every human being
will experience in his turn, the in-
stability of worldly happiness, and
the weakness of cvery earthly .sup-
port.
