Nothing
was heard but the crackling of the
flames. and the noise of the doors
that wete broken opvn—and occa-
sionally'a_dreadful crash, caused by
the fal.iffy v of some vault. Cot-
tons, mwffhds. and in short, all the
most cestl$d productions of ‘Europe
and Asia, Were a prey totie flarmics.
The celiurs were filled with sugar,
oil and vitriol: these burning all at
once’ in the. subterraneoud Wware-
houses, sent forth torrents of flame:
through thick iron gates, and pre-
sented a strixing tmage of the
mouth of heli. It wusa spertaclc/
both terrible and aficcting. Even
the most hardened minds  were
struck with a conviction that so
greap 2 calamity woilt, on some
future dav, ratl forth the vengeance
of the Aimighty upan the autnors
ot such crimes. 2

« Jr was at first imagined that
the fire would not extend beyond
the exchungr.  But every one was
struck with astonishment and re-
arct, when, at the dawn of the fol-
lowing day, the conflugration wus
seen raging on every side—the
wind, which was wvioleut, giving ir-
resistible fury to the flames. A
great part of the population of
Moscow, conreualed in cellars, or
pther secret recesses of thoir hous-
es, were now seen rushing in dis
may from their hiding places; some
carrying with them the'r most pre-
crous effects, while others saved
only their chi dren,who were clos.-
ly clasped ‘in their arms, The fire
soon reached the finest parts of the
city, and involved in inaiscriminate
rutn all the costly monuments of
architecture and taste  The hospi-
tais too, (continues our author)
w.ich contained 20,000 wounded
Russians, now began to burn. This
offcred a harrowing and dreadtui
spectacle.  Almost all of these mi-
serabie creatures perished. A few,
whio still lingcred, were scen crawl-
ing, half burnt among the smoking
ruins ; and others, groaning under
beaps of dead bodies, endeavoured
in vain to extricate themselves from
the horrible destruction which sur-
rounded them. The confusion and
tumult which every where prevailed
was still farther increased, when
the soldiers reveived permission ta
pillage the city, Soldiers, sutlers,
galley-slaves and prastitutes, were
then scen eagerly running about the
streets. ransacking the deserted pa-
laces, and carrying off whatever
could gratity their avarice. ¢ Some
continues the narrative) ¢ covered
themselves wirh stuffs richly work-
ed with gold ; some were envelop-
ed in beautitul and costly furs, while
othersdressed themselvesinwomen’s
and children’s pelisses ; and eved
the galley-slaves concealed their
rags under the most splendid court
dresses ; the rest, crowded into the
cellars, and forcing open the doors,
drank the most luscious wines, and
carried off an immense booty.’

The approach of right added new
sorrows to the conflagration,- and
the narrative contains the following
description of this dreadful scene:

¢ Penetrated by so many calami-
ties, I Lopgd that the shades of night
would cast a veil over the dreadtu!
scene; but they contributed on the
contrary, to render the conflagrati-
on more “visible.  ‘The violepce of”
the flimes, which extended from .
north to south, and were strangely.
.agitated by the wind, produced the
most awf{ul ‘appearance ‘on a sky:
which was darkened by the thickest'
smoke. Nothing cculd equal the’
anguish which absorbed every feel-:

danger. Sparks were thickly fall-
ing in our yard, and on the wooden
ronfs of our stables. I ran quickly
to my landlord and his family. ‘Per.

ceiving their danger, they had al--
ready quitted their habitation, and
had retired to 2 subterraneaqy viult
which affoyded them more security.
I-found them, with their scrvaants,
all assembled there ; nor could I

prevail on them to leave it for
they drraced our soldiers more than
the fire. The father was sitting on
the threshold of the door and ap-
peared desirous of appeasing by the
sacrifice of his own life, the feroci-

ty of those barbarians, who advanc-
ed to insuit his family. Two of his
daughters, pale, with dishevelled
hair, and whose tears added totheir
beauty, disputed with him the hon-

our of the martydom. I at length
succeeded insnatching them by vio-

lence from their asylum, under
which thev would otherwise soon
have benn buried.

¢ The 4th corps having received
orders to quit Moscow, proceeded
towards Peter’s Row, where it en-
camped ; and here the autior saw
the wretcned inhabitants taking
their departure from their ruined
habitations, to wander they knew
‘not whither. He describes this af-
flicting spectacie in the following
terms @

« Ar that moment, about the
dawn of day, I witnessed the most
dreadful and affecting scene, which
it is possible to conceive, namely,
the unhappy inhabitarts, drawing
upon some mean vehicle, all that
they had been able to save from the
conflagration. The soldiers baving
robbed them of their hors:s, the
men and wpmen were slowly and
painfully dragaing along these little
carts. some of which cgntaired an
infirm mother, others paralvtic old
men, and others the .uiserable
wreck of half consumed furniture ;
children half naked, tollowed these
interesting qroupes.  Afiliction, to
which their age is commonly a
stranger, was impressed even on
their features, and when the sol-
diers approached them, they ran
crying into the arms of their mo-
thers ”

Moscow continued burning for
nearly four days.- 5
