ly. Every Shoemaker is comp:licd
to expose to the eye of the colicc-
tor, once 1n three months, the whole
of his private business; to tell the
nanes of his customers ; how many
he bas; how many boots and shocs
they wear ; how much he charges a
pair, &c. &c. and this minute and
trivial species of intelligencs he s
not only to give, but to be at the
expense of recordingit all in a reg-
ular book,kept for that purpose, and
. ta pay fees to the collector, besides.
But this is not the worst of it: if
he is unfortunate enough to have
customers who fail, he must not on-
ly lose the whole of his property
with which he has trusted themn but
he must pay the collector every cent
of his tax upon the articles thus
lost. Now this is not only faking
Srom him that hath not, that whizh
he-hath, (by the bye, I never could
understand this) it is not only exe-
cuting 2 tax from the shocmakers,
without thyme or reason, but sub-
jects them to the most insufferable
servitade in recording every thing
they do, in the course of their bu-
siness, and then to the most degrad-
ing and humiliating-task of shew-
ing it all to the collector as proof
that they are honest men and no
cheats.
