FROM PORTO RICO.
U. 8. Ship Cvane, Harbour of St. John’s,
Porto Rico, Ang. 31, 1822,

«“The Cyane arrived after a safe and plea-
sant voyage (all well), of 2¢ days from
Hampton Roads, at Porto Rico, where it
seems our arrival wasas welltimed as it was
ever possible for any veggel to be inany port
‘I'he very day previousto our artival, intel-
ligence had reached Portn Rico of the cap-
ture of one of their favourite privateers, the
Panchita, by the Grampus, capt. Gregory;
some wonnded men also were brought to
the island, who suffered in the action: The
civcumstance of the capture of their vessel,
and the appearance of their mutilated
countrymen, had so aggravating an effect
on the feelings of the populace; or loweror-
der ‘of people, that they rose almost en
masse, and threatened vengeance on all A-
mericans in the island, in retaliation. Three
Amerécan vessels at the time were lying in
port, and there were several Americans set-.
tled on shore as commercial agents. Our
conntrymen were much alarmed, as well as
in real danger; two were assailed by ruffi.
ans, but fortunately escaped unhuit, by
prudently retreating. . The Fnglishmen in
the place were also in no less danger than
the-Americans, for they werc abused and
threatened likewise :
