‘I'ne Elections for the House of Delegates
are cver in Maryland; and althengh there s
a large majority of Anti-Jackson delegates e-
lected, the Senate stands firm and secure; for
the Military Chicftain theie are eleven Sena-
tors and only four against him, so that Ma-
land, is Maryland still.

And thouzh there is a large majority of An-
ti-Jackson members electad to the IHouse of
Delegates, vet it is a fact that less than five
hundred votesin upwards of forty six thotsand
votes which were genuine, Las changed  the
In some in-
stances Delegates were elected by very smul)
majorities, as low as four, scven, ten, twen-
ty one, &c. and some are elccted by the di-
visions among Jacksonians, but take the ag-
gregate votes given on cach tide, or the aver-
age majorities given in each county and city,
and it will be found that there is less than
one thousand votes diffcrence in the whole
state; vet we are told of'a glorious Anti-Jack-
son victory in Maryland, when the truth is
Maryvland remains as she was two years ago.
The ciection of Sheriff also interfered with
the election of Delezates, and many voters
who eould carry their favourite Sheriff cared
little about the” Asscmbly-men.  ‘T'hey said
sJackson is in, and will be in for two yeaws
inore before the Presidential election comes
on, <o that we arc uat now going to vote for
a President; when that time arrives we shall
show our strength.’

Frederick county with about geven thousaad
voters has no greater political power in the
Legislature than Calvert county with less
than one thousand, Baltimore city with nine
thousand voters has the same politicul pow-
er as Annapolis with abuut three hundred.
Frederick, Washington, Harford and Balti-
more county, and Baltimore city, contain a
larger number of voters than all the rest of
the state put together, arnd also furnish more
revenue to the State Treasu:y than all the
rest. Ju War they must find more than half
of the men called upon to do military duty.
In peace or in war they have tu pa more
than one half of the Tuxes, and yet they on-
Iy elect eightecn inembers of the Iluuse of
Jelegates, and only nine out of forty Electors
of the Senate. ese are facts and facts
scarcely known in other States, and but lit-
tle known in Maryland, aund it may well he
asked does Maryland enjoy a l{cpublican
form of Governwnent? she does in name, but
not in reality.

And what will this state of things lead to?
what ought it to lead tof To a complete, a Ra-
dical change in the constitution of Maryland,
