DREADFUL CATASTROPHE.

A respectable citizen of Hampshire county,
Va. of the name of Arnold, who carcied on
the business of a tanner, had been down to
Alexandria to sell a lvad of leather, was re-
turning on Thursday, the 25th ult. travelling
an horseback by the stage road, when about
ten miles below Aldie, in Loudon county, the
appearance of a hieavy cloud warned him to
seek a shelter for himse!f and horse.
