"MISCELLANEOUS.

From the Bovon Evening Transcript.
LAURA BRIDGEMAN.

There are tew persous, atdgast in our com-
munity, who have not read or theard the story
of Julia Brace, the deaf, dumbxe blind girfl of
the Hartford Asvlum for deaf mules, but there
are probably very tfew who have yet heard of a
still n-ore pitiful case of deprivation, in the per.
son of Laura Bridgeman, a wery pretty, intel.
ligent and sprightly girl, of eight veais of age,
a pupil of the Institution for the Bhind, in Pearl
street, who is eniirely blind, deaf, dumh, and
aliiost entirely deprived of the sense of smell.* and
has been so from her intancy! An account of
this interesting child iy published in the sixth
Annual Report of the lnstitution, recently print.
ed, aud cannot fail to excite the most lively
ewmotions. -
The report informs us that the Xhild is con.
stantly active; she ruas about the Lbuse, and up
and down stairs; she frolics with the other ch:id.
ren, or plays with her toys; she dresses undwn.
dresscs herself with groat guickness and preci:
sion, and behaves with propriciy at the table and
every where; cshe knews every inmate of the
house by the touch, and is very affectionate to
them. 8he can sew, and knit, and braid,snd is
quite as aclive and expert as auy of the rest ot
the children. DBt all this, intercsting s it s,
is nothing compared to the mental phencinena
which she presents; she has a quick eense of
propriety, a scnse of property, a love of approba.
tion; n dcsire to appear ncatly and smoothly
dressed, and to make others notice that she is
so, a strong tendency to imitation, insomuch
that she will sit and hold a book steadily betore
her face in imitation of persons reading. It is
difficult to say whether she hus any scnse of
right or wrong disconnecieg with the feeling
that such an action will be iRproved, and euch
a one approved by those abouf\her, but certain
it is, she will retain nothing belonging to ano-
ther; she wil! net eat an apple or picce of cake
w hich she may find, unlcse signs are made that
she may do sn.  She has an evident ple-sure in
playfully teasing or puzzling others.  The dif.
teren: atates of her mind are cleatly marked
upon her countenance, which varies with hope
und fear, pleasure und pain, self approbation and
regret, antd which, when she is trying to study
out uny thing, assumes yn cxpression of intense
attention and thought.

«It wos considered doubtful when she came
whether it would b possible to teuch her any
regular systemn of signs by which she could ex
press her thoughts or understand those of others;
it was decmed highly dcsimble, however, to
make the experiment, and thus far it has been
successful.  Common articles, such as a knife,
a spoun, a hook, &c., were first tuken, and la.
belled with their names in raised letiers; she
was made to tecl carefully of the article with
the nane pasted upon it, then the name was
given her on another piece of paper, and ehe
quickly lcarned to associate it with the thing.
‘I'hen the nume of the thing being given on a
sepaiate label, ehe wus required to select the
thing from a number of other articles, or to find
the article; for instance, the word key was given
ber, on n bit of paper in raiscd letters; she would
at once fecl for a key on the table, and, not
finding it, would rise and grope her way to the
door, and place the paper upon the kcy with an
expression of peculiar gratification. Thus far
no attenlion was paid to the component lctters
of the word; the next step was to ascertain the
correctness of the notion, by giving her metal
types with the separate letters on their ends;
thesc she soon learned to arrange and to spell
the word; fur instance, the tcacher would touch
the chi'd’s car, or put her hand on a book, then
to the letiers, and she would fnstantly begin to
select the types and to set them in order in a
little fraine used for the purpose, and when she
—

had lpglt the word cotrectly, she would show
her satisfaction and assure her teacher that she
understood, by taking all the letters of the word
and putting them to ber ear or on the book.
“She then learned the arrangenent of the Jet-
ters in the alphabet, and is now occupied in in-
creasing her vocabulary of words. Having
learned the alphabet and the arrangement of lote
tersinto words, which she associated with things;
she was next taught the manual alphabet, s
used by the deaf mutes, and it is a subject of
delight and wonder to see how rapidly, correct-
ly, and eagerly she goes on with her labors.—
Her teaciier gives her a new object, for inslance
a pencil, first leta ber examine it, and get an i-
dew of its use, then teaches her how to spcll it
by making the signs for the letters with her own
finaers; the child ber hand, and foeleof
her fingers, as the different letters are formed
—ahe turns her head a little one side, like a
person listening closely—her lips arv aj.art—she
scems scarcely toibreathe—and her counten.
ance, at first anxioue. gradually changes to a
smile, as she comprehends the lesson. 8he then
holds up her litile fingers and spells the word in
the manual alphahet; next takes her types and
urranges her letters; #nd last, to make sure that
she is right, she takes the whole of the types
composing the word. and places them upon or i
contact with the pencil, or whatever the object
may be. The process of teaching hur 18 of
coursc slow and tedious; the different steps to
it must be suggested by her successive attain.
ments, for there are no precedents to go by;f¥but
thuy far the results have been most gratifying.
She has not yet been long enough under instruc.
tion (four months only) to have got beyond the
names of substances; the more-d:fficuit task of
giving her a knowledge of names, ¢xpressive of
qualitses, feelings &c. remains yet to be acrom.
plished. No sure prognostic can be made, but
inuch is to be hoped from the intelligence of the
child,and the cager delight with which she leads
all her attention, and the strong effort she evi.
dently makes to gain new ideas; not from fear
of punishment, or hope of renard, but from the
pleasure which the excreise of the faculties con-
fers upon her. No pains or expense will oe spur.
¢d in cff rts to develope the meral and intellec
tual nature of this interesting child, and no op-
portunity lost, of gathering for science what
ever phcnomepa her singular case may fur.
nish.”

first who tock up arms and joined the troops
which Carolina marshalled at IFort Moultrie for
the defence of the harbour of Charleston,  Up.
on the memorable 28th of June, 1776, and when
the fire upon the fort was the hottest, the flag.
staff was struck down' by a cannon ball, and the
coloars, precipitated with it over the walls of
the fort, Dismay struck consternation into the
hearfs of the assembled citizens who, from the
wharves of the city, witnessed the fight, for they
thought for a moment that it was lost; but the
gallant Jasper waa secn rushing over the ram.

AGRICULTURAL.
EARLY YEGETABLES.

Every onc has observed that when the luttico
seed gets scattered upon the ground in the fall,
and liesin earth during the winter, it will be
up sooner and come o maturity earlicr than
where the s.-ed is sown in tte spring, be it duno
as early as it may. The only objectio= o suw-
ing in the fall is, the ground becomes so hard
that although the seed comes up quickly, the
plant nevcr grows se thrifty, nor becomes so
large and grateful to the palate as when the
earth has been mellowed afler the setting in of
spring.. The same is the cave with parsnips,
oninns, radishes, and many ether vegutubles.

Now, to obtain the benefit of full sowing,
and, at the same timo, avoid the counteracting
?rcumsmncea of the ground becoming compact

nd Jhard, I would,propuse that the seed be pla-
ced in a small bag, and buried slightly in somo
safe placc till spring, when as svou us the ground
is fil to work, prepare a spot for their reception;
this bei.-g done, dig them up and plant thein.—
The sced lying in the ground evidently under.
£0vs a preparatory process, essential to a quick
und heplthy germination, not tn be obtained in
any other way. What this process is I am not
fully prepared to state; though probably it con.
sists in the abscrption of the oil the secd con-
tains, rendering every part of it susceptible of
being acted upon by the moisture of the car:h,
and thereby fitted to spring quickly into litis on
feeling the warmth communicated by the Apnl
san.

It is important o have seed of any kind come
up quickly after is is sown, that :t may geta
start in advunce of the weeds, which draw a.
way the nutriment essential to a tirifty plant,
and by being first up choke and rv trd its growth.
"Fake onlons, for cxample, which are generaliy
three or four weeks coming up—now if they
could b: made to come up ir one, we should
thereby obtain an abeolute giin of two wecks
on the weeds, which, if it should not save one
hoeing, will certainly render the first hocing
less difficult and tedious.

I havo witnessed two Instunces where seecs
have lain over winter in the grrount, which fully
corroborate what I have stated.

1 had occasion to diga trench eiglitcen or
twenty inches deep, late in the fally into which
I threw a parcel of radish tops fill:-d sith sceds,
which were afterward coversd up to the full
depth of the trench dug. In the spting I had
that same ground spaded up so deep that man
of the radish secds were again broughit to the snr.
face. On thisIplanted beet oced.  In two days
after the ground was thus preparcd, the radish
socds hud germinated and made theie uppear.
ance, and continued to grow the most luxurious
of uny that I ever suw. The other instanco
sirikingly illustrates the benefits of thus disp
ing of seeds during the winter. It was the
following:—After having prepared some ground
for parsnips, and planted them in the usual
manner, I came across a bunch of sced, whero
ungathered tops of sced parunip had accidental.
ly got covered up, and lain through the winter.
Of this I gathered up a handful, and throw it
broad.cast upon the ground 1 had previeusly
planted. In four or five dags this last seed camo
up and grew to be several inches high, before
the »ced first planted was out of the ground,
which was as many weeks coming up as the o-
ther lad been days. Hcre, though accidental.
ly, a fair oxperiment w:s made, and positive
proof of the advantages 1o be derived, oltained.
‘There aro many other kinds of seeds which I
am fully convinced may bz kept and prepared
in the same way for early germination with e.
qually beneficial results, I sh:ll test the cxpo.’
riment more extonsively this winter, with ditfe.
rent kinds, and whether the result prove suc.
