Things accomplished this summer

· Created Exterior and Grounds Chronology, including analyzing images and gleaning known information.

· Transcribed numerous previously linked 1880s documents

· Went through SC1259-131-1306 (State House photographs notebook), scanned and linked images

· Went through S1259-121-1706 (three clamshells from Dr. Papenfuse) and, except where noted, scanned and linked all relevant material.

· Compiled list of special collections that might/contain images of the State House

· Retrieved State House images from the following special collections: 1051, 1406, 1477, 1672, 1695, 1754, 1804,182, 1890, 2140, 2215, 228, 2340, 2472, 255, 4082, 4238, 4753, 695, 960, 985

· Entered all retrieved images into personal database, scanned, linked and entered them into dbase(give I-file numbers).

· Compiled file of images annotated to show changes the State House has undergone in the past few decades.

· Retrieved Board of Public Works(General File) 16,376-120, 16,376-121 (Superintendent of the Board of Public Works files for 1930s-1940s) and scanned and linked all relevant documents.

· Retrieved Board of Public Works minutes for 1870s, 1880s and scanned and linked relevant portions.

· Accessioned SC2215 – postcards of the State House

Things wanted to accomplish with this summer internship but didn’t have time and suggestions for continuing with the project

· Retrieve images already entered into dbase and use/link them

· Retrieve General Assembly records and BPW minutes and other records: find/analyze/scan and link relevant portions
