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Today I “input”  the bibliographical information of most of the Merryman secondary  books into the ecpclio database.I skipped a few of the sources that I no longer think we will use. I also spent two hours in the Balto. County Public Library trying to find additional sources on the apprenticeship issue. I was not very successful, except for a book entitled Reconstruction- America’s Unfinished Revolution by Eric Foner (New York: Harper, 1988) that does mention apprenticeship as a problem on a few pages (40, 45n28, 201-2, 372, 421, 602). I found out that my scanner does 300 pi, but could not figure out how to clean up the scanned text pages and how to input them as notes into the ecpclio files. I hope to straighten it out tomorrow by talking with Emily and my daughter (who is a techno wizard).
