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On Saturday and Sunday, using Johns Hopkins University electronic resources, I read through all the history and political science articles mentioning either Merryman or “apprentice laws,”  and copied several excellent articles as .tif files. The Supreme Court & Reconstruction Reconsidered.” 72-3 American Historical Review (1967); W.A. Lowe’s “The Freedmen’s Bureau and Civil Rights in Maryland” XLVII Maryland Historical Magazine (1952); and William Wiecek’s “The Great Writ & Reconstruction: Habeas Corpus Act of 1867” 36-4 Journal of Southern History (1970). I tried to export the articles to ecpclio.net, but the network didn’t seem to accept them, so I will try again on Monday.
