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On Monday, after the welcome breakfast I attended the html training. 

I read Seabrook’s  Maryland’s Great Part in Saving the Union, published in 1913, which should more accurately be described as a short book than a pamphlet. The author argues that the majority of Maryland citizens would have supported the Union even without the military intervention and gives a spirited defense of Governor Hick’s actions throughout 1860-62 from the perspective of someone who was privy to the Governor’s thoughts. I also read and copied a section from Evitts’ A Matter of Allegiances, Maryland from 1850 to 1861. Balto.: Johns Hopkins U P, 1974; and a section about Maryland apprentice cases found in Gutman, Herbert G. The Black Family in Slavery & Freedom, 1750-1925 (1976).
