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On Wednesday, I drove in to Annapolis late. I read the three articles I had copied the day before and decided that only the Sherrill Halbert article  was worth scanning. I met with Emily and Hugh to catch up on notes from the morning meeting I had missed, and read the material about the Habeas Corpus project provided by Emily (a contract describing the project in detail and an article entitled “Lincoln v. Taney: Fighting Over the Body of John Merryman”).

Because I had access to the book scanner, I scanned without reading four articles that Christine had found for me: Richard P. Fuke’s  “A Reform Mentality: Federal Policy Toward Black Marylanders, 1864-1870,” 22 Civil War History (1976); John C. Robinson’s “Baltimore in 1861,” 14-3 Magazine of American History (1885); Rebecca Scott’s “The Battle Over the Child: Child Apprenticeship & the Freedmen’s Bureau in North Carolina,” 10 Prologue 101 (Summer 1978); and Charles L. Wagandt’s “Army v. Maryland Slavery 1862-1864,” 10 Civil War History 141(1964).

I finally obtained and read Frank Tower’s “ ‘A vociferous Army of Howling Wolves’: Baltimore’s Civil War Riot of 19 April 1861” 23 Maryland Historian (1994), and found it to be an excellent account of the April 19th Riot containing all known primary sources.
