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On Tuesday, I drove to the Baltimore County Historical Society to get a clean copy of the View From the Cupola that contains some interesting  background information about why Lt. Merryman rather than Captain Ridgely of the Baltimore County Horse Guards was arrested on May 25, 1861. I scanned the information into both the secondary and primary files since one article was an eyewitness account. I spent the rest of the day reviewing my materials and beginning to write a first draft of  Merryman project.
