We certainly never intended: to- assaill

A. Lechlider, indicted fos Forgery, has
occupied the Count since our last report
of proceedings.. The testimony in the
case was closed on Friday, and on Sat-
urday, Jobn A. Lynch, State’s Attor-
ney, made the opening argument to the
Jury.
