She reported that no comments from the public were submitted and that an appropriate amount of time had elapsed since the publication of the proposed action to allow the Commission to take final action on the regulation.  Motion (V) was made by Commissioner Pirritano and seconded by Commissioner Murphy that the Commission  take Final Action on the proposed regulation COMAR 09.19.05.01 as published in the Maryland Register. New AQB Education Criteria 

Administrator Schott advised that the promulgation of the regulation to adopt the New Education Criteria that was adopted by the Appraiser Qualifications Board is still underway.  She asked that the Commission consider deferring the implementation of the new criteria for examination purposes until January 1, 2008.
