John Walter Smith:

January 10, 1900

The committee to organize the inaugural events met the Saturday before to finalize their plans, as appears to have been customary. The Capital noted that special effors were made to clean the streets in Annapolis that were on the parade route. 

Smith left his hotel in Baltimore for Union Station around 9:30, and took a special train on the Pennsylvania Railroad to Annapolis. He and his party were escorted from West St. Station by the Veteran’s Corps to the Executive Mansion. Gov. Lowndes gave a lunch for the incoming governor before the ceremonies. Gov. Smith gave his speech at noon from a platform built outside the Senate Chamber—access to which was through a window. Gov. Lowndes gave a farewell address before Governor-Elect Smith. After his speech, Smith was sworn in as governor. A reception in the Executive chambers followed, until about 3:00.

Lloyd Lowndes:

January 8, 1896

The inaugration of Lloyd Lowndes occurred in the middle of a cold snap, of which the Capital said that only “the coal dealers rejoice at such weather as this” (Jan. 8). The high for the inauguratin was about 30 degrees.

The streets of Annapolis were decorated with flags and bunting, put up by “New York decorators.” It was expected that up to 15,000 people would attend, many arrieveing by steam ship. The crowd was mostly made up of Republican clubs celebrating the election of the first Republican governor in thirty years. The Capital listed what ship all the different clubs took, and who attended. 

On Inauguration day, Lowndes was escorted to the Camden Station in Baltimore at 8:00 by the Young Men’s Republican Club, accompanied by the Maryland Reserve Band and the Fifth Regiment Drumb Corps. Lowndes and his party left for Annapolis at 9:15, to arrieve at 10:30. The Republican clubs marched with Lowdnes from the West St. Station. to Church Circle to Main St. to Market St. to Prince George St. to Maryland Ave. to State Circle to Bladen St. to College Ave.

Gov. Lowndes gave his inaugural address from a platform in front of the Senate Chamber, then took the oath of office in the Senate. After the ceremonies, there was a receiving line in the Executive Chambers until about 2:00.

Article from the Evening Capital from January 6, 7, 8, 1896

Frank Brown:
January 13, 1892

A few days before the inauguration of Frank Brown, the Capital predicted that it would be “one of the most imposing events that has even taken place at the State House” (Jan. 11). 

Brown and the inaugural party arrieved on the Annapolis, Washington & Baltimore Railroad at the West St. Station on the morning of the 13th, and were escorted to the Executive Mansion by the Great Southern Band from Baltimore, the St. John’s College Cadets, and the Fifth Regiment Veteran’s Corps. 

A few minutes before noon, Brown and his party walked from the Mansion to the State House. He gave a speech from the portico, then took the oath in the Senate Chamber. It was noted that Gov. Brown did not wear a hat during the proceedings.  After taking the oath, the Governor received congratulatons in the Executive chambers of the State House until 1:00. He then sent forward the name of Secretary of State LeCompte for reapprovial.

There was a larger crowd of specators than in some time, according to the Capital. There was also a contingent of Baltimore Policemen on hand.

Evening Capital article from January 11 and 13, 1892

Elihu E. Jackson:
January 11, 1888

Governor Jackson was inaugurated in the Senate chamber. He was sworn in after a short speech. The Senate was crowded long before noon.  The General Assembly adjourned afterwards. The Capital gave the event only very brief coverage.

Evening Capital article from January 11, 1888

Henry Lloyd:
January 21, 1886

Henry Lloyd was inaugurated on a cold day, in the rain and sleet. The entire proceedings, as reported in the Evening Capital, took an hour.  There was no music. Governor Lloyd entered the Senate Chamber at noon, accompanied by the usual contingent of judges and other state officials. He gave a short speech, and then was sworn into office. The Capital noted that there was a large crowd at the State House, including many ladies. William H. Cole was the only member of Congress in attendance.
