-Average age when elected: 49

-Oldest: Claude, 79 years, 

Schaefer, 77 years 84 days

-Youngest: Graham, 27 years 294 days

      Lee, 27 years 277 days

-Older than Fanchot (60) when elected: 6 (Claude, Hering twice, Stanley, Swann, Schaefer)

-Three served longer than ten years (Gordy, Tawes, Goldstein); five others served more than five years (Purnell, Woolford, Keating, Hering, Schaefer)

-Six served as comptroller and governor; four were comptroller before (Harrington, Tawes, Goldsborough, Whyte), and two after (Thomas, Schaefer)

-Elected from three parties: Unionist, Democrat, Republican

-Three were medical doctors (Claude, Hering, Atkinson)

-Eleven were in the military (Purnell, Claude, H. H. Harrington, Leonard, Keating, Baughman, Stanley, Lee, Goldstein, Schaefer, Franchot; Swann in National Guard)

-Virtually all lawyers

-Several owned or edited (or both) newspapers (Bateman, Keating, Turner, Baughman)

-Five were circuit court clerks (Jarrett, Jump, Woolford, Smith—deputy, Tawes); One was clerk for the Court of Appeals (Bateman); One was both (Turner); Clagett ran unsuccessfully

-Many were involved in politics or government before and/or after serving as comptroller. In private life many were lawyers, businessmen, bankers (owners or employees), merchants. Not surprisingly, many worked in finance, several as clerks, and many worked in government in a fiduciary position. 

-Some were career politicians or in public service their whole lives. A few were involved only on a local level, outside of being comptroller; William Pinkney Whyte, and to a lesser extent E. Brooke Lee, were political institutions. For two, Goldstein and Gordy, it is fair to say their profession was comptroller.

-Only four were not born in Maryland (Keating, Stanley, Lee, Franchot), and only Franchot wasn’t raised in the state.

-Franchot and Lee were the only two from Montgomery County

-Three were educators (Purnell, Hering, Harrington)
