>wills son James “my Dwelling Plantation, and all my part of a Tract of Land Called Crumps Chance, containing…One Hundred Acres.”

>1783 Assessment lists James Harris as owning “House & Lot” and “Crumpton,” 100 acres

>also includes his son Thomas among his heirs who are to receive “all the Remainder” of the estate. The will notes that at the time of death, “Thomas the Heir at Laws is now a minor.” The designation that Thomas is heir-at-law could mean his inheritance was a matter of law—i.e. he was the eldest son—which may account for why there is no specific reference to the land Thomas was to inherit.
