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Know all men by these Presents, that I, William Tilghman of the City of Philadelphia in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Esquire, have for a valuable consideration assigned and transferred, and do hereby assign and transfer unto Lloyd Tilghman of Talbot County in the State of Maryland, Esquire, the several hereinafter described bonds, that is to say one bond from Samuel Beeck and Simon Wickes of Kent County in the State of Maryland, to me dated the twenty eighth day of April in the year of our Lord 1803, conditioned for the payment one thousand three hundred and thirty three dollars and thirty three cents gold or silver lawful money of the United States of America on the first day January 1806 together with lawful interest on the same to be computed from the first day of January in the year 1803 yearly and at the end of each year. One other bond from the said Beck and Wickes to me bearing the same date as the bond before mentioned, conditioned for the payment of five hundred Pounds gold or silver lawful money of the United States of America on the first day of January 1807 with lawful interest on the same to be computed from the first day of January 1803 yearly and at the end of each year. One other bond from the said Beck and Wickes to me dated eighth day of April in the year 1803, conditioned for the payment of one thousand three hundred thirty three dollars and thirty three cents on the first day of January in the year 1808 ^(with lawful interest for the same to be computed from the first day of January of the year 1803) on which three bonds there is due in the whole at this time the sum of three thousand one hundred and forty five dollars, and fifty two cents, together with interest on the same from the sixth day of November in the year 1805 to the day of the date of these presents, that is to say the sum of three thousand two hundred and fifty-sic dollars and sixty two cents equal to twelve hundred and twenty-one Pounds, four shillings and nine pence lawful money of the State of Maryland. One bond from John Redue and John King Downes of Queen Anne’s County in the State of Maryland to the aforesaid Samuel Beck and assigned by him to me dated the Seventh day of February in the year 1803, conditioned for the payment of two hundred and eighty-one Pounds four shillings and six pence current money of Maryland at five equal annual payments from the first day of January in the year 1803 with legal interest annually on the whole sum from said first day of January in the year 1803, on which said Bond there is due the sum 
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Of one hundred and sixty six pounds seventeen shillings and two pence principal and three pounds six shillings and eight pence making in the whole the sum of one hundred and seventy pounds three shillings and ten pence at the date of these presents and one bond from Peter Harrington and Nathan Harrington of Caroline County in the state of Maryland to the said John Redue dated the sixth day of September in the year 1800, conditioned for the payment of six hundred pounds current money of Maryland in manner following that is to say two hundred part thereof on or before the twenty-fifth day of December next ensuing the Date of the said Bond, without interest, in the sum of one hundred and thirty three pounds six shillings and eight pence on or before the twenty-fifth day of December in the year 1801 with legal interest on the sum of four hundred pounds from the first day of January in the same year, the sum of one hundred and thirty-three pounds, six shillings and eight pence on or before the twenty-fifth day of December in the year 1802 with legal interest on the sum of two hundred and sixty six pounds, thirteen shillings and four pence from the said twenty fifth day of December in the year 1801 and the sum of one hundred and thirty three pounds six and eight pence on or before the twenty fifth day of December in the year 1802 which said last mentioned bond was assigned by said John Redue to the aforesaid Samuel Beck and by the said Samuel Beck to me the said William Tilghman and on which there is due at the date of these Presents the sum of two hundred and ninety pounds and five shillings principal and sixty pounds eighteen shillings and ten pence interest, making in the whole the sum of three hundred and fifty one pounds three shillings and ten pence lawful money of Maryland. And I the said William Tilghman for myself my heirs, executors and administrators and assigns that the several sums above mentioned amounting in the whole to the sum of one thousand seven hundred and forty two pounds twelve shillings and five pence are due on the above mentioned bonds at the date of these presents and that the same shall be paid by the several obligors their heirs, executors or administrators to the
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Said Lloyd Tilghman his executors, administrators or assigns. Provided that the said Lloyd his executors or assigns shall refund to me the said William Tilghman my executors, administrators or assigns the sum of twenty-five pounds, four shillings and nine pence when the same shall be received by virtue of this assignment it being my intention to make an assignment to the said Lloyd Tilghmen to the amount of one thousand seven hundred and seventeen pounds, seven shillings and eight pence lawful money of Maryland and no more.
