Dear Sir,


Above you have the sales of your wheat by Capt Smith. It was exception (?) full of garlic, though had it been better grating, it at present would not have sold higher. Wheat has fallen at least 10 cents at Baltimore a week or ten days past. Occasioned by the absence of European news and if have now for a week or two to come I am afraid it will be several cents per bushel lower than the present price. Corn 64 to 66 cents… Capt Smith insisted on my paying him for you $27 and said he knew it was your wish I should do so. I supposed it to be right, the balance of the notes present I have deposited to your acct in the Bank of Maryland as the receipt indicates.
