My dear sir,


I recd yours of the 28th soon after its date and have been so constantly engaged that I have omitted to reply to it and thank you for your offer of wheat. 


Last week I was at Sherwood and finding Mr. Hemsley had a parcel of the same wheat returned from Baltimore in consequence of the state of things there produced by the cholera. I thought it a good opportunity to secure it and got Captain Smith to deliver me at Hope (?). What he had on board which was an accommodation to us all (?). 


Should I want more and can get a boat to bring it over I shall apply to your overseer, though I think your price a high one in proportion to the general sales/ Should you have further demand for what you have do not keep it on my account. You will please forward me the check recd from Mr. Burd on Tench’s account. When my guardianship expired he gave me a general power to act for him, on receipt of it I will acknowledge the same as his agent. I wrote to Mr. Burd some time ago, which he has not thought proper to notice asking information respecting an assignment which Richard Lloyd gave his father, a proportion of what he should be entitled to as ours of the heirs of the late Chief Justice. Should you have occasion to write to him soon please renew my request and ask if it is in his care and what shore was assigned, as the old General’s administrator, I wish to know to satisfy his creditors. My wife writes in love to cousin Nancy and family.
