“WHEREAS, Slavery and discrimination are utterly contrary to the principles

9 that this Nation and this State profess; and

10 WHEREAS, It is time for the State of Maryland to acknowledge the role the

11 State played in maintaining the institution of slavery and its attendant evils; now,

12 therefore, be it

13 RESOLVED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, That the State

14 of Maryland expresses profound regret for the role that Maryland played in instituting

15 and maintaining slavery and for the discrimination that was slavery’s legacy; and be it

16 further

17 RESOLVED, That the State of Maryland commits itself to the formation of a

18 more perfect union among its citizens regardless of color, creed, or race;”
