James Mark Baldwin: Punch lines after all is read
1. Check any legal documents for June 9/10 (Tuesday/Wednesday), 1908, Northwestern Police District at the MDSA.  Case of Sidonia (also spelled Sedonia, Sardonia) Young of 501 Tyson Street (or Tyson Alley).  [This is 0.3 miles from the Pratt Library!] She was fined 500 dollars (I suspect by Judge Alvin H. Tyson).  
Check also case in which Young was found guilty of running a house and served 16 months in jail. Apparently, magistrate in that case v. Young was Judge Stockbridge. Judge Tyson apprised Stockbridge on the character of the man arrested in that case [Baldwin?].  Interestingly, nobody else is mentioned as arrested on June 9/10, 1908!  

Note, 501 Tyson Street is marked by Google Maps as a parking area and I am 100% sure this area is where I parked my car when I visited the Pratt Library. Baldwin used to live near where the Pratt Library is now located. It took me 3-5 minutes to walk the distance.  Not the place one would imagine a husband would typically go for “illicit” sex as it is so close to his own home!
Any chance there may be old photos of 501 Tyson Street? Need to ask MDSA.  Already asked Pratt Library.
2. Magistrate in the case against Baldwin [brought by Young?] was Judge Alvin H. Tyson. Case was evaluated and dismissed. Any documents available at MDSA?  Is this in the dockets? I did not see this but I should try again. Judge Tyson felt that, because of the reputation of the man, his identity should be kept secret.

3. Are there any surviving documents of the court case against Captain Ward or was this an internal investigation only (Police Commission) with no surviving document?
