John G. Barclay seized in fee simple the properties known as “The Grove Enlarged” of 392 acres; “Prospect” of 33 acres; “Barlay’s Slipe” in Harford County totaling 430 acres.

Upon his death in 1800, John Barclay left this land to his widow (Elizabeth) and six sons (John, James, William, Joshua, Robert, and George).

William and Robert Barclay conveyed their interest in the property to George McCausland.  Joshua Barclay gave his interest to his mother Elizabeth, who gave it to George McCausland.  George McCausland died intestate.

Owing to the large number of heirs and the varying interests each of them have in the property, the plaintiffs are asking the court to make a decree of sale, appoint a trustee, and divide up the interest in the land from the proceeds after the court costs.  

Exhibit A is the Last Will and Testament of John G. Barclay

Subpoenas issued to all interested parties, and they all consent to plan.  William B. Bond is appointed as the trustee.

Report of the Trustee

July 11, 1840

Benjamin Weeks bought 40 acres of the parcel for $345.  The description of the land is as follows:

“beginning for the same at a large bounded chesnut tree on the north side of a branch a boundary of the grove and running N 58 ½ W 37 per to the peach bottom road then N52 W to a stone near John Adams’ thence with a new road to a stone N 8 of said tract and thence with the lines of said tract to the beginning”

Rest of the property sold to Jane, Thomas, Eliza, Maria, Louisa, Mary Ann, and Lucinda McCausland and John B. Foard (husband of an heir) for $2,025.  After which, the McCauslands assigned their interest in the property to John B. Foard.
