Question to the court was the $6,000 in cash and remaining $4,000 with interest paid back in good faith to John Wareham?  Martha Foard has always lived on the property, Whites and Butterworth are not residents.

Court issues subpoenas to the defendants and creates Commission to decide what compensation is fair.  Then issues a decree on March 10, 1873 stating the defendants are to pay $4,042.50 plus court costs to the plaintiffs by March 14, 1873 or the property is to be sold by appointed trustees, Charles Phelps and Stevenson Williams.

Trustee Report #1

May 26, 1873

Attempt to sell land:

No bids on the whole tract, approximately 340 acres

Split into lots:

Lot 1, 60 acres, 2 rods, 9 perches, bought by Stevenson Archer in private sale after no public bids were received at $15 per acre

Lot 2, 146 acres, 1 rod, 25 perches, bought by Stevenson Archer in private sale after no public bids were received at $20 per acre

Lot 3, 42 acres, 1 rod, 11 perches, bought by Isaac Scarborough in public sale for $25 per acre

Lot 4, 63 acres, 1 rod, 7 perches, no bids

Lot 5, 30 acres, no bids  
Total income from sales was $4,894.43

November 3, 1873

Second attempt to sell property

Final Order

December 8, 1873

Court approves and confirms sales.
Auditor’s Report lays out court costs, sale amounts and pay outs to the plaintiffs.  After court costs, $5004.56 is split between the Warehams and Stevenson Archer (due to his second mortgage on the property).
