Eliza Coale died intestate in  Harford County on March 10, 1852. She had land holdings in Baltimore City and Harford County, as well as several ground rents in Baltimore. 

Since she died intestate, administration of her estate was granted to her son by the Harford County Orphan's Court. Therefore, there is likely more about her estate in that county's testamentary papers. Another son, Samuel Chase Coale, who was also a defendant in this case, was involved in his own insolvency case at the time and had a trustee appointed to handle his affairs. The case was filed in 1853 and was formally wrapped up in 1859. 

The main purpose of this case was for Ms. Coale's creditors to come forward and obtain an order for her real property to be sold to satisfy her debts. Her children/the defendants agreed to this course of action, so most of it seems to be procedural. 

The sale of land in Harford County took place on December 9, 1854. The sale was advertised in both Baltimore and Harford County newspapers. The text of the ad is recorded in the the equity record, but a copy of it was also found among the court papers. No plats was found in either the equity record or among the court papers. One was found among a deed which resulted from the sale. 

The advertisement describes the parcel we are looking at as follows: 

"Land, on Broad Creek in said county, the property of Eliza Coale, late of said county, deceased, viz: 

"Parcel No. One, lies upon said Broad Creek, on the east side of the road leading from Peach Bottom to Dublin, and is composed of part of several tracts of land called "Snow Hill," "Prospect," "Meadow Land," "Spring Hill," the "Strip," etc; and adjoins the lands of Isaac Scarborough, William McCoy, and others, and contains, by recent survey, 120 acres and thirty-eight square perches. 

The 120 acres was broken up and sold in 2 parcels - 
- parcel 1 = 20 a., 2 r., and 18 p. sold to Joshua Harmer 
- parcel 2 = 99 a., 2 r., and 20 p. sold to John Heaps (see ALJ 6:411-413) 

The Heaps parcel has a survey line with the current alleged vacancy. 

The court case does not give any  history of Ms. Coale's title to this property.
