CASE STUDY

Fugitives frequently fled during holidays and periods when their
absences were more likely to go unnoticed. Henry H. Smith
and William Little, indentured apprentices, escaped from Fells
Point in Baltimore on a Sunday in 1832, during a cholera epidemic.
The following day their master, William Williams, placed runaway
advertisements in Baltimore, Philadelphia, New York, and Boston
newspapers. Smith and Little’s escape is a rare example of blacks
and whites fleeing together. While their fate remains unclear,
running away as a pair increased the risk of capture.
