Wells for myself my biers? executors and administrators the aforesaid property to the said Thomas Davidson his executors administrators and assigners against me the said James Wells my executors and administrators and against all and every person and persons whomever shall and will warrant and forever defend by these pursuits.  Provided nevertheless that in case the said James H. Wells shall well and hereby pay or cause to be paid to Mers. Catharine A. R--- to be executors administrators and assigners the sum of seven hundred and fifty dollars current money with the interest thereof from the 14th day of January 1854 it being the amount of ? or bond given by the said James H. Wells to the said Catharine A. R---- unto William ------ and the said Thomas Davidson securities thereof payable ----- from the date thereof together with all costs and charges that may occur in the collection of the said claim as well as the cost of its Instrument ------ before the first day of January 1858 ensuing there this Bill of sale and every matter and thing thereof contained and depressed shall be void and of more effect.
