Dear Alex:

Enclosed is a copy of the description of my survey of the
Jacobs property on the north side of Md. Rte. 20. I have also
included a plat with some of the deed lines on it.

Parcel 2 of the Jacobs deed (this property) has a metes and
bounds description which calls for 163.67 acres. There is an
error of closure in the description of about 180', but that is not
unusual. The series of lines along the west side were supposed
to be "with the meanderings of Fannell's Branch". It is not poss-
ible for those lines to follow the branchj they probably repre-
-sented an old fence through the woods. The Moffett deed calls for
a strailght line from the stone near the northwest corner of Jacobs
to the road. I talked to Dr. Jacobs about this, and he agreed
that it would be best to observe the Moffett line. There appears
to be no appreciable difference in acreage.

The line adjacent to Sprinkle is marked by concrete monuments
set some years ago by Mr. Metcalfe. This does not match either
the Jacobs or Sprinkle descriptions, but it one that has apparent-
ly been observed by both owners for some years. I held this line.
There was originally a small triangle of land on the south side
of the present Md. Rte. 20, along the center of the old road. The
state road right-of-way took most or all of it. Mr, Hill, who
owns the land on the south side of the road, has a deed that in-
cludes all of the land not included in the right-of-way. The
Jacobs description is not sufficiently accurate to dispute this.

There 1s a considerable difference between the deed acreage
and that shown on my survey. Jacobs lost some land to the state
road, but the area #f the triangle between his deed line and the
line between the monuments is about 7 acres, which is a plus. My
only conclusion is that the original figure Yof 163,67 was inaccur-
ate.

Dear Dr. Morani:

This letter is to supplement our telephone conversation
of tonight,

In 1930 Mrs, Jennie Vickers sold part of her farm to Martin
Sutton by deed RAS 5/143. This land was described in 2 padts. One
tract of 12.93 acres is described by metes and bounds, and I was
able to plot it on the sketech that I had made for Dr. Jacobs in
1972, The second part of this deseription, however, is a problem.
The deseription of this part is as follows: "The marshy land in-
tended to be conveyed comprises all of the land lying east of
Paul Massey's land and the above described arable land, west of
the stream of the branch, north of the boundary line of the land
of which the herein desecribed is a part, and south of the first
above named public road, and containing by estimation 21 acres.
Total area hereby conveyed being by estimation 34,08 acres.".
This land was excepted out of the farm in the deed by which
Dr, Jacobs bought ity and, I presume, it was excepted out of
your deed from Jacobs, ‘

The estimate of 21 acres for the one tract was changed to
19,665 acres in the Jacob deed, and the Gombination of 12,93 and
21 acres mentioned originally does not add up to 34,08 acres.

I cannot account for these discroganeies, but they are relatively
immaterial. The combination of hills, dense woods, and indefinite
stream bed makes any estimate of acreage in this area a pure
guess, I ran a planimeter over an aerial photo of this area,

but the results are inconclusive.

It appears to me that the owngrshig of the land in question
revolves around the interpretation of the description, particu-
larly "north of the boundary line of the land of which the herein
described is a part", Does this mean that all of the land west of
the stream was conveyed away? Or does it mean that all of the

land west of the stream and north of the extension of the southern
boundary of the 12,93-acre tract was sold.

There are several points that might favor your ownership of
the land in question, The land is described as "marshy" whereas
a good part of this land is high and wooded. It would seem to me
that if Mrs, Vieckers intended to sell all of her farm west of the



stream she would have stated it in so many words.

I will try to contact Dr. Jacobs to see if he ecan throw
any light on the subject.
