It gives us great picasure to announce that
another steanicr hay arrived in a Southern
port from Englaud, laden with arms and mu-
uitiuns of war for the Confederatq Govern-
ment.

The vessol itself, we understand,
as well ma the cargo, has been purchased Ly
the Guvernuent. ller cargu consisted of from
