If possiblo New Year's Day was more salubri-
ous than Christmas Day. Thesun shonebright-
ly and tho air was balmy. There seemed to
be a general suspension of business,

The recception by the President and Mrs.
Cleveland and the Cabinet Ministers, with other
government dignitaries, is said to have been
tho most brilliant ever held in Washington,
which is partially detailed in our Washington
- correspondence.

The day in Towson wasexceedingly pleasant
and enjoyable. There was Bo visiting of any
character as for many years previous. No
drookeness of any kind, and nearly all the
restanranis in the town were closed at 12 M.
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BALTIMORESUB-TREASURYROBBED.

Dr. George W. Bisbop, U. 8. sub-Treasurer at
Baltimore, has just made public how one of the
vaults was robbed of $1,243 silver dollars only
eight days after he had taken charge of the
office in 1886, Last April whilst making an
examination a deficiency was discovercd. The
matter was kept quiet and Dr. Bishop supplied
tho missing dollars from his private funds.

Dr. Bishop took the office in July, 1886, and
oxaminors were sent from Washington to trans-
fer the funds. There were about $3,000,000 of
standard silver dollars in bags in one of the
vaults. This was woighed and piled ap in
another vaalt, and it filled the apartment so
that the vanlt door would not lock or shut
closely. After several days the sub-treasurer,
with the Surveyorand Naval Officer,transferred
$1,500,000 of the silver into another vault, and
then the choked vault door could be lucked.—
When an examination of the ‘unds was mads
in April of the present year it was found that
six of the bags on the bottom layer bad beep
cut and robbed. A blunt instrumont like a
hook had been used. One bag was robbed of
$420, one of $313, one of $323, one of $20, one
of $22 and one of $15. Three pieces of brown
paper were stuffed into the cut of cne of the
bags. The fact that the rifled bags were found
on the lower layer in the vault laat April
proved that they had been on the top layer in
the unlocked vaunlt in the examination of 1886,
The silver lay piled up in buge stacks of bags
sll the while, and the looted bags were unot
reached except through the handling at the
examination in question. The sub-treasury
vaults are guarded day and night, and there
were no changes in the force of the department
untilsome time af‘er sub-Treasurer Bishop took

ola: Ho was not aware until pearly two
years after that his firat year’s salary had been
depletud $1,243 by a vault robbery in the first
eight days.

The nnenviable notoriety of
Mrs. Kirkland and young Pearre is well re-
membered, for which tho latter was con-
victed of felonious assault, rau away after
conviction, and thus forfeited $5,000 bail.—
Both parties flled croes bills for divorce. The
case was tried bofore Judke Dennis, who filed
an opinion fully roviewing the entire case and
dismissing both bills, stating that neither one
jsentitled to relief. Jadge Dennisin hischarge
finds both Mr. and Mrs. Kirkland guilty of
immoral conduct. It is hoped the Judge's de-
cision will have the effect of thoroughly bury-
ing far out of sight the facta of this unsavory
case.

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HOW THE DENVER RAILROADS CUT'

BACH OTHER. .

The JOURNAL s indebted to M A Parker !
Bos'ey, of Towson, (sojoarning for the winter
at Deunver, Colorade,} fur the Pueblo Daily
Chieftuin, in which is ap secount of the atrug-
gle of the railroads ruoning fromn Denver to
Pueble for the passenger trade which goea to
that highly intoveating city. The road which
centre there are the Santa Fe, tho Denver and
Rioc Grande and the Fort Worth. Ou the 25th
ult. over 1,400 persons fromn different ‘portions
of tho northern portion of the State met at
Puaeblo. Toshow how the railroads were cut-
ting each other, we copy from the Chiaftain:

“All three roads evidently appreciate the im-
portance of Fueblo and huve tuken s very live
and substantial way of showing their ap-
preciation. Each road advertised the excursion
thoroughly in Denver, and had bands parading
the atreets of that city carrying transparendies,
80 that no one might be ignorant regarding the
fact that the excursion wus comning.

A rate of $3 for the round trip had been ad-
vertised until Friday moroing, when the Den-
vor & Rie Grande railroad company ocawme ounb
with a balf page advertisement iu each of the
Denver morning papors, annonncing u rate of
$1 to Pueblo and return, tickets good to Janu-
ary 1; and as the people started \o the depots
to make the early trains they found Denver &
Rio Grande ticket sellers atationed oun almost
every corner, offering to sell the $1 tickets via
any train on the Rio Grande to Pueblo and re-
turn. This was a paralyzer to the other roads,
and before they counld get their thinking caps
on the early Rio Grande trains were crowded
with Pueblo excursicuists. Then the Santa
Fe and Fort Worth aunounced a cut to 50
cents for the round trip, but the Rio Grande
promptiy met this, and some people who came
in on the late trains aay that their ticketsonly
coat them 25 centa each. The factis that the
Rio Grando people determined on this course
four days ago. Col. Hoopersent all the way to
Greeley to get & band, there not being one in the
city of Denver, except thoee already eugaged
by the opposition roads. He also had traus-
parencies painted for the $1 rate, but thoy were

ainted in the general gasaenger offices of the

io Grande Friday night, and Colonel Hooper
and three of his Denver aids and Mr. Juckson,
the Pueblo agant were the only persons that
were into the secret until Friday morning.—
The fact was Colonel Heoper had determined
that the Rio Grande road should carry the bulk
of the bosiness out of Denver or that the other
roads would be compelled to carry it for noth-
ing. When the Greeley band arrived in Den-
ver yesterday morning at 7 o'clock it was met
by City Ticket Agent Oliver, previded with
transparencies announcing the §1 rate via the
Rio Grande and sent through the city. The
other roads, the Santa Feo and Fort Worth,
also had their bands aud transparencies out,
announcing the $3 rate to Pueblo, but they
were speedily called in and soon reappeard
with the annouocement that the rate via the
Sauta Fe and Fort Worth bad been reduced to
50 cents. In g jiffy the D. & R. G. signs and
transparoncics were changed by meauns of pos-
ters to meet the new cut, and a messenger
dashed up the line of ticket sellers along tho
streets heretofore mentioned, and soon all were
offering tickets to Pueblo for 50 cents, with a
five daya lay over. Later it is said that tickets
were offered for 25 cents, but be that as it may
Colonel Hooper seems to have gained his point
by bringing most of the excarsionists to Pueb-
lo, a8 up to 5.30 last evening, 1,417 tickets
had been sold over the Rio Grande to Pneblo.”
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RAILROAD AFFAIRS,

“A deed was filed for record in the Superior
Court last week from Albert W. Perrie, trus-
tee, W. W. Spence, @eo. 8. Brown, Wm. Gilmor
and Jobn S. Gittiugs, and John K. Cowon,
(Geo. S. Brown, Hugh B. Jones, Geo. C, Jenkins
and Wm. Gilmor, reciting thesale of the Mary-
land Central Railrond Company's property, and
the full payment of the sum bid at the sale,
viz., $600.000. A sccond deed wus ulso filed
from Mecsars, Cowen, Brown, Jomos, Jenkins
and Gilmor, to the Maryland Central Rallroad
Company of all the property, in consideration
to the grantors of $850,000 frst’ mortgage
bonds, and $100,000 of the full paid up capital
srock of these companies. These deeds are
made in order to carry out the plan of reorga-
nization of the compauny.

On Saturduy lust in Aunapolis, a certificate of
incorporation was flled of the reorgunization,
John K. Cowen, Geo. C. Jeukins, H. B. Jones,
Geo. S. Brown and Wm, Gilmor, are the incor-
porators. A provisional board of directors was
alected toserve until the third Monday in Jan-
uary, when the stockholders will elect the reg-
nlar bonrd. The present board consists of the
flvo incorporators, and J, H, Miller snd M. H.
Houssman, of Pittsburg. William Gilmor was
elected President, and C. F. Kerchuoor, Seeretary
and Treasurer.

The new railroad from Steelton to Baltimore
is completed, the last rail having been laid on
Wednesday 2d. It extends from Steelton to
the west end of Colgate Creek Bridge, (a dis-

_tance of 7 miles,) from whence it continues

by tho Northern Central tracks a distance of 3
miles to the Union Railroad at Canton.

It is stated that the Baltimore and Ohio Rall.
Road Company will soon build an independent
branch to connect with the Steelton tracks at
Colegato Creek Bridge.

OUR DBALTIMORE LETTER.

a Correspondent—Geovern-
ments Again—-Innatse Authority-—A
Chotee of Masters—Consent Versus Sub-
mission—A Glimpues of the 0Old Tax Otflce
~—Not Cowardice but Disecretion-—-Our Fo-
ittical Machine as a Gtuilletine-As to Who
Does the Hurling—A Call for Fit Leaders
—The Voter aa Driving-Whesl—Our Sov-
ereign's Status,

BALTIMORE, January 4th, 1888,

With due apologies to Mr. Baldwin, who has
re-appeared as Medicus, for the delay in reply-
ing to his latter cowmunication, the pleasant
task of taking his cave into consideration is
pow the first thing in order.

But a8 u person who sails under two flags,
and has tho gift of appearing in Protean forms,
may occasion us some confusinn of thought,
snd would pecessitate a complex mothod of
troatmemt in dealing with him, it will sim-
plifiy matters for us to sonsolidate this varia-
ble gentleman, in order to serve our presont
purpose of identiflcation.

e shall therefore take theliberty of reduning
his fractured selt to plain and simple Mr, Med-
ico-Baldwin, for the purposed of the present oc-
caslon. Awnd itisto be hoped that he will recog:
nize und appreciate the kindly and judicious
priuciples upon which he has thas been re-con-
gtructed. For by thia casy little stroke of eli-
sion we have contrived to amputato the very
uuplessantly suggostive significance of the last
syllable of the first word nsed in forming the
above compound appeliation, Which indicates,
firatly, a churitable disposition to believe that
the estimable gontleman referred to does not
deserve to bo characterized by so unflattering a
title; and secondly, s friendly indisposition
to bestow upon him an opprobrious epithet
which he may not deserve. While on the
other hand, even if he merited the nse of such
a term, it would not be poiite to mention the
matter to him ; and probably the more richly
he deserved it, tHe more highly objectionable
he would consider it. Aund besides, however
tranely the fucts in such & case might justify
any oue in the callingeof such names, the in-
dulgence in & diversion of this kind would
not be conducive to the moral edification of
the community; and honce, weuld not be
in the line of etfort pursued by this coriespond-
ence, .

So with this little explanation which de.
gerves the approval of all candid minds,
whether it succeeds in obtain it or not, we will
hope that the digression may not prove unprof-
itable ; and without further preliminaries will
proceed with our arguments in reply to the
aforesald Mr. Medico-Baldwin’s latter letter.

The Art of Government had been practiced
—in a very artful msnoper, too, sometimos—
long before Vattle came into the world to ex-
plain the “Right of Natiouns,” and tell us that
some men are superior to others, and that &
portion, at least, of mankind is possessed of
evil dispostions which must be held in check
by force, it the world is to have the privilege of
going on at ail. All this has been kuown from
the beginning, and has been acted upon in all
ages, and is adopted as our own basis of action
in our practical affairs, though we are deluded,
or mendacious encugh to deny such truths in
the statement of our theories, iu these latter
days.

And a governmeut, in order to be any gov-
ernment at all, muat be something more than a
mere figurehead, or even & tignre of speech.
It must incorporate the ideas of power, supre-
macy, mastery, force,compulsion, and whatever
else goes to the making upof actnal sovereignty.
1t must posiess and exercice these principles
of authority by whatever name or title we
may be induced to call itself. It does possess
and exercise these principles of innate author-
ity as reaily and actuslly in our own Republic
as it ever did in any Em’Blre or Kingdom that
has ruled npon esrth, The difference is that
we falsify the facts; while the old govern-
ments confessed them, That is all,

So the satd Mr. Blackstone, or anybody else,
may sny all he pleases about man’s right to
pursue his own happiness. The masses of men
cannot have any rights that would con-
flict with their right to be governed.. Right.
cously, of course, but still really governed.
Thoey may choose whom thoy will serve; but
serve they must, because it has been so or-
dained by their Creator. They are allowed a
cholce of mastors to be sure; but wasters they
must have ; nad they do have them, moreover,
It is 8o strange aa. to be amazing that people
cannot, or will not ses this fact. Thoy huve
been drilled like parrots in the lingo about
treadom and self government, all tho rest of
it, till they actuully believe that they huve no
masters; and are us blind as bata to tho fact
that their chatter about freedom is only the
buzzing of the fly that is free to struggle inthe
meshes of the spider’s net, '

Aud here comes Mr. Medico-Baldwin, with
the word in iis mouth that “government is a
moral and natural necessity ;' that ‘‘govern-
ments to be effectual must prescribe certain lim-
its to individual action ;”’ that thercare,among
all nations, men who are wanting in woral re-
straints, and it allowed unlimittd freedom the
rights and happiness of others would be endan-
gered.” These men ‘“must be” “limited and
restrained,” must they? By wham, forsooth?
By themselves ¥ Of course not. By some
force weakor than thomselves? Soarcely.—
Then what becomes of the self-government
theory, aud that notion of the consent of the
governed? And yet this earnest, honest, ‘‘un-
dismayed and unterrified” gentleman is driv-
ing along straight down the sume road in pur-
suit of the aforesaid bats.

And in the face of all these things that he
himself has been saying, he procoeds to tell us
that “if ours is a just government it must de-
rive its powers from the consent of the gov-
erned.” Must it? Well, then, what about all
those oyster-dredgers, down the Bay, two or
three weeks ago who were compelled to con-
sent to this government, at the mouth of the
cannon ? Did they cousent or submit, to the
decrees of this government? And was the gov-
ernment unjnst in not waliting for the gov-
erned to consent, in this instauce? A “‘govern-
ment cannot be forced upon s people,” indeed !
But it certainly is forced upon a great maoy
of them. Ask these dredgers if it has not
been forced upon them, this time. Ask all the
people who are arrested by the police ; and all
the thousands of peoplo whoarelocked upin our
prisons ; and the multitudes more who oither
defy it without being detected, or fail to defy
it through fear of & sense of duty.

Then this same gentleman assuresus that all
the States in the Union have acknowledged theas
principlos in the adoption of their Constitu-
tions. Very true. Bat who is it that adopts
constitutions in such ocases? Isit the peo-
ple themselves ; or tho Leglslatures thut rule
vhe people? For even when & guestions relat
ing to government ias submitted directly to a
vote of the people it is not the votes, but the
persons who control the voters that reelly de.
cide it. So turn whichever way we will we
find the actnal fact to be that the counsent of
the governed is dispensed with, though the
flotion of its wmeccssity is countinuslly main-
tained. .

The mistake which most people make with
regard to this matter, is that they fail to
discriminato between the ideas of consenting
and submitting. To couseut to anything
means to agree to it in one's heart ; to endorse
it with one's will, Wherens, to submit means
to yleld ap outward compliance even though
one's wishes and desirés may be in direct o?po-
sitions to it. And what “we, the people,” do
in the matter of government, is to submit to it.
And the government in question does not care

. one rye straw whether we consent to it or not,

so long as we submit peaceably. Ask the
dredgers i1 this statemont 18 not true. Ask all
the people who have been governed since the
world began.

There conld not be a much botter example
of this fact than that of the paying of taxes
before mentioned. We nead not go to the ity
Hall for our illustration: we can take a scene
with which many of the good connty folk are
very famillar. We can go to the olty office of
the county 'Treasurer—if it ean be jvnduced
to stay in one place long enough for us to make
it a visit. At any rate, there are numer-
ous county people who can go back in imagina.
tion to the old office un St. Paul street, which
used to be crowded on Saturdays by throngs of
men and womeun, who had to pass, in single
file, around & large old center-table, all eager
and anxious to press up to the desk where
the Treasuror, or his deputies, swooped up
weekly the hundreds of dollars thas all these
people came there to deposit.

And of course a spoctator who did not know
what all this performance really meant, wounld
natarally suppose that these peopie, who chafed
so at the delay in the serpentine journey they
were obliged to make, were actually desirons
of so parting with their money ; that they cer-
tainly paid it with their own full consent,
But the appearances wore decoptive: thuy
really had no desige of the kind. They did
not consent to the tux law ; they submitted toit,
Not one person in the crowd sincerely wished to
bestow his hard earnings upon the government ;
what he did wish was toavold the consequences
of a failure to comply with the requirements
of the law; and the amount of his assessment
was the price which he was compelled to pay
for his exemption from these consequences. So
that what this venerable swcrament of tax-
paying really amounts to, is only an outward
and visible aign of an inward and spiritoal
grace which is not there. There is not a Balti-
morean who ap[toves of our present tax rates:
and there are vory many of our citizens who
regret very much the annezation of the Belt;
whiles many of tho Belt people themselves di({
not wish to ba nunexed. And what all these
disgrantled folk are doing is not consenting to
the existing state of affairs; it is submitting.

And then Mr. Medico-Baldwin fu rash in his
conoiusion when his says: *We tacitly consent
when we do not rebel. If we do not rebel
agains & government it is proof that it is &
good government, or then we are cowards and
traltors to our natures.”” Which does not fol-
low by any means. It would not be fair to
characterize & man as a coward because he
would not attempt to stop a bezz-saw with his
band, when he knew he would only loss his
hand in making the effprt, without cansing the
slightest diminution /of the saw’s revolvin,

speed. And what otffer result than this wonl
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a resistance to our gredt political machine peo-]
duce? What hassuch resistance sccomplished, |
thia fall, before oureyes? FPresldont Clovelsnd
tried it, and his head rolled ut hia feet. “It is
a singuiar fact,” said s recent speaker. '‘that
nearly every man iu the present Congress, who
stood up for the rights of the people aguinet
mouopolies, truata, railroad influences, corropt
gyndicates and comblnations hes heou strack
dowu in the houseof hia friends, while the men
who atood by corporate intereats have, in ul-
most every instance been re-elected.” In nine
or more States was this powor of the present
polittval machine illustrated in this manper at
the recent elections ;. our own Mr. Isidor Ray- T
per being one of the prominent victims.

So while Mr, Medico-Baldwin is telling us
that an indignant people i8 going to hurl our
political bosses from power, these ustute and
fowerfnl individuals are quietly dving the hurl-

ng themaelves in a n.cat effectnal manner. Just
when the people's huri is golng to begln, and ex-
actly how it is to be performed, bas not yet
heen explained to us; but it is very easily to
be seen that if monopoly aud corraption can
contrive to proceed much farther in their
grasping career there will not be anything left
for anybody else to hurl, For these people are
pot imbeciles, remember; they are wise enough
to act while otber people are talking; and
while the honest folks are discussing methods,
these wily beings are carrying out their plans,

Beggring the pardon of the optimists though,
the assertion must be reiterated that it cannot
be through any power, or by any action, of-the
maases of the people thiat these evil rulors are
to be hurled from their position. We have
been fod upon the theories of popular govern-
ment until all our bone and muscle seem to be
built up of them. And they may sound very

retty to talk about. But they ave not true.

t is not the people, but the leaders of the peo-
ple, who are the real factors in what ure calied
popular movements, ‘The poople do not know
what they want until some one superior to
themselves comes and shows them what they
need. They never know what to do untilsome
one explains the case to them. Nor where to
go until somebody gathers them together, and
induces thera to travel along. }

So unless some wiso, energetic, and honest
leaders shall arise and become sufficiently
powenful to obtain the mastery of the present
wise, energetic, and unscrupulous ones, 1t is all
noosense to suppose that the evils of our gov-
ernment can be remedied. Whether thesoshall
be forthcoming remains to be seen, but uulcss
they conie soun their arrival may be tou late.
Presideut Clevelsnd took u v.ry hopefal view
of the situation in bis letter to the Tariff Re-
form League, at Bostou the other duy : but the
prospect is very problematical at present;
very.

There remains but one other point of Mr.
Medico-Baldwin’s letter to be discussod at this
time. Namely, his dificulty in regard to the
statement that it was not the negroes snd
“floaters” who elected our new President, inas.
much as they were only the tools used by the
politicians in effecting thoir purpose. Butasit
is not the axe that cuts dowa a tree, nor the
gun that commits & murder, but the force that
uses theso instruments to scccmnplish its ends,
g0 it was not “the lowest element in America”
that plotted, planned, and devised the olection
of Gen. Hurrison. This “‘elemont” simply
placed a piece of paper in a box, in counsidera-
tion of certain dollars, or whiskies, or promises
of the privilegs of earning its daily bread ; and
without knowing or caring what resnlt was to
be accomplished by the thing that was called
thejr vote. The paper baliot wus rammed into
their possession with the pressurs of potent
silver, and they were fired off by the artillery-
mot in the battle; after which they remained
nothing but empty guun-barrels, They do not
not deserve any of the credlt of tne vistory.

And similarly, it was not this “element’’ that
turned down the aforesald reform Congressmen,
though it was through its instrumentality that
this work was accomplished. But does any-
body suppose that these ignorant and debased
creatures sll over the country deliberately
plotted the downfall of the Congresamen who
were working especially in the intorest of the
people? Why, they are not competent to engi-
neer such a scheme ; and they would not waut
to do anything of the kind {f they knew what
it was that thoy were doing. But they do not
know anything about the uses to which they
are put. They are morely the great driving-
wheels which carry the train wherever the ou-
gineer wills, but noever go anywhere of their
own volition, They aro not responsible for the
motion in auy direotion.

A porson who oalla himself “oao ol that or-
der” inquires in a recent letter to the Sun:
“What is the status of a renl Americin sover-
olgn?’ Aud anawera: ‘I the first place, he
decides between two purty names, neither of
which represents any definite or apecific cause
in which he is personslly interested ; this is
cnlled voting. Then ho pays taxes. Here the
pxercise of his soverelgn prerogutive ends.”
Which makes s fit pluce for that nice little quo-
tatiou from Mr. Goorge Combe, which saith:
“Every man who does not recognizo an obliga-
tion on himself, imposed by the law of (God, to
uct nobly, houorably, and rationully in propor.
tion tv his freedom from human tyranoy, has
not yet formed & nonc;rtion of the firat ele-
ments of liberty.” If Mr. Combe could but
return to the earth, and take a censns of our
free men, what & revelation it would be!

WASHINGTON LETTER.

WaBHINGTON, Decemver 31st, 1888,

Mr. Cleveland has once more shown that he
has the rare faculty of saylag the right thing
at the right time. In a letter of regret from
him read at a banguet given by the Boston
Tariff Reform League last Friday night, he
blazes the way for the wenk kneed members of
the party to follow him and for every member
of the party to uphold the principles voted for
by a plurality of more than 100,000 in the to-
tal number of voters in the country [ast Novem-
ber. After expressing his regret at not being
able to attend the banquet, Mr. Cleveland
wrote: “Oor institutions were constructed in
purity of purpose and love for humanity.—
Their operation {8 adjusted to the tonch of na-
tional virtue and patriotlsm, and their results
under such guidance must be the proaperity and
happiness of our people ; and so long as the ad-
vocates of tariff reform appreciate the senti-
meats in which our institutions had their ori-
gin, 8o long as they apprebond the forces which
alone can guide their operations, so long as
they, in a spirit of true patriotism are conse-
orated to the service of their contry, temporary
defeat brings nodiscouragement, Itbutproves
the stubbornness of the forces of combined sel.
fishness and discloses how far the people have
beon led astray and how great is the necessity
of redoubled efforts in their behalf, To lose
faith in the intelligence of the people is & sur-
render and an abandonment of the struggle.-—
To arouse thoir Intelligence and free it from
darkoess and delusion gives assurance of speedy
and complete victory. In the track of reform
aro often found the dead hopes of pioneers and
the despair of those who fall in the march.—
But there will be neither despair nor dead hopes
in the path of tariff reform ; nor shall it pio-
neers fail to reach the heights. Holding fast
their faith and rtgectlng every alluring over-
ture aud every deceptive compromise which
would betray their sacred trust, they them-
solves shall regain and restore the patrimony
of their conutrymen, freed from the trespass of
grasping encronchment, and safely secured by
the genius of Ame. 2an justice and equality.

Brave words, these, for a defeated candidate,
snd very badly needed too, for many Demo-
orats in Congress bave recently shown a very
decided wenkness of their spino on thissuhject
and have talked about compromising with the
enemy to the extent of passing & bill making
large reductions in the internal revenune, laav-
ing the unjust import duties to remuin as they
now are,ete. Theindications now are that Mr.,
Cloveland’s letter will farnish the necessary
stiffoning for the wobbling back-bones and that:
we shall hear no more talk of compromise.

Cleveland was thore sur-
rounded by the wives of the Cabinet officers
snd their gnests, the wives of the Senators and
the Iudies of tho Bupreme Court circle, sll in
full dress, as briliiant an assemblagh as ove is
apt to see even in Wasbiugton, Certainly the
administration goes cut bravely, sud if Preai.
dent Cleveland did lovk bored and tired be-
fore the reception was over, he ounly showed
physical weariness.

Thero were tourists,
avxious to see the President and take him by
the hand, and people who wen$ because it was
8 free show. The crowd pushed aud jammed,
and bad to be held back by the police. ' Final-
ly the honr for closing the reception
arrived and the doors were shut., This
broaght com plaints from the crowd which had
not yet been able to gain admittance, and a
grayer of thanksgiving, I imagine, from the

resident.
