A Serious Accident to an Aged Lady.—On
Monday atternoon, 20th ult,, Mrs. Sarah M. King,
mother of Rev. Thomas A. King, of Baltimore, was
badly hurt by a York Road passenger car by being
acel entall¥ run over. Mrs, King, with her daugh-
ter, was walking along the track near Chesnut Hill
when ear No. 19 came along. The driver of the
car, Wm. Bull, had gone inside the car to eat his
dinner, and Conductor Charles Becker was drMnE.
The two ladies were walking close by the track,
and when within about ten feet of them Becker
says “e called to them to get out of the way. at the
same time putting down his brakes. Mrs. King lost
her presence of mind and attempted to walk dl.
rectly across the track in front of the horses. She
was knocked down, and ibe horses at the same
time becoming frightened, Becker could not sto
them, except after conaiderable effort. The wheels

assed over both legs, just above the ankles, caus-
ag & compound fracture of both, crushing the
boues into small picces and lacerating the flesh ter-
rib'y. There was onlg one passenger in the car—a
Jittie girl. The conductor and driver took Mrs,
Kingto the house of Mrs, Engel, Just across the
roa;f. and Dr. Prentis, after looking at her wounds,
said that one leg, if not both, would have to be
amputated. Police Officer Ellbacher telephoned
for the Central District patrol wagon, and Mrs,
King was brought to the City Hospital.

John B. M, Clayton, o resident of the 1ith Dis-
trict, testified that he saw Cullem, Price and Spen-
cer at the sale; Cullem was Lidding on some
clothes, and Price bid against him: Cullem aaid,
"“"Why are fou bidding agsinst me?" and Price
said, *I will bid against whom 1 please, and I will
