up the feat and place of fuch deceafed, removed, or abfenting member, having
fpecial regard that, in the room of a deceafed, . removed, or abfenting vifitor and -
governor from any particular county, another of the fame county be always cho-
fen in his room and ftead. S o

ITI. 9no be it enafted, That when ten vifitors and governors of the faid in-
tended college fhall be chofen as aforefaid, in addition_ to the vifitors of Kent
county fchool for the time being, and when the, faid feventeen vifitors and gover-
nors fhall, by an inftrument of writing under their hands to the general aflembly

~of this ftate directed and duly delivered, declare that they are willing and defirous

to take upon them and to difcharge the truft of vifitors and governors of the faid
intended college, and that an eftate, or fum and {ums of money not lefs than five
thoufand pounds current money, or the juft value thereof (including the eftate of -
the faid Kent county fchool) is in their hands, or fo fecured to be paid to them,
that they will anfwer for the value thereof, and the -application of the fame to-
wards founding, endowing and fupporting, the faid intended college, according

to their beft judgment and the tenor of this a&, provided always, that fuch in-

ftrument of writing be lodged with _the general aflembly, as aforefaid, within fve

'years after the pafling of this a¢t; that then and in fuch cafe the faid feventeen .

vifitors and governors, and fuch other perfon and perfons as they fhall choofe to -

‘make up and perpetuate the number of twenty-four, agreeable to the tenor. hereof,

thall be, and are hereby declared to be, one community, -corporation and body
politic, to have continuance for ever, by the name of the vifitors and governors
of Wafhington college, in the ftate of Maryland, in honourable and perpetual
memory of his Excellency General Wathington, the illuftrious and virtuous com-
mander in chief of the armies of the United States, and by the fame name they
fhall have perpetual fucceffion ; provided neverthelefs, that feventeen of the faid
vifitors and governors fhall always be refidents on the eaftern fhore of this ftate,
but. that the feven additional vifitors and governors (to make up and perpetuate
the number of twenty-four) may be chofen from this or any part of the adjacent
ftates, if they are fuch perfons as can reafonably undertake to attend the quarter-

_ly vifitations, and are thought capable, by their particular learning, weight and

chara&er, to advance the intereft and reputation of the faid feminary,

IV. dnb be it cnafted, That the faid vifitors and governors, and their fuccef-
fors, by the fame name, fhall be able and capable in law to purchafe, have and
enjoy, to them and their fucceffors, in fee, or for any‘other leffer eftate or eftates,
any lands, tenements, rents, annuities, penfions, or other hereditaments, within
this ftate, by the gift, grant, bargain, fale, alienation, enfeofment, releafe, con-
firmation or devife, of any perfon or perfons, bodies politic or corporate, capable
to make the fame ; and fuch lands, tenements, rents, annuities, penfions, or other
hereditaments, or any lefler eftates, rights or interefts, of or in the fame (except-
ing the eftate of the faid Kent county fchool) at their pleafure‘ to grant, alien, fcll
and transfer, in fuch manner and form as they fhall think meet and convenient
for the furtherance of the faid college ; and alfo that they' may take and receive
any {um or fums of money, and any kind, manner or portion, of goods and chat-
tels that fhall be given, fold or bequeathed, to them, by any perfon or perfons,
bodies politic or corporate, capable to make a gift, fale or bequeft thereof, and

~employ the fame towards erecting, fetting up and maintaining, the faid collegg,

in fuch manner as they fhall judge moft neceffary and convenient for the inftruc-,
tion, improvement and education, of youth, in the vernacular and learned lan-
guages, and generally in any kind of literature, arts and {ciences, which they fhall
think proper to be taught, for training up good, ufeful and accomplithed men,
for the fervice of their country in church and ftate ; and youth of all religious
denominations and perfuafions fhall be freely and liberally admitted to equal pri-

vileges and advantages of education, and to all the literary honours of the college,

.according to their merit, and the ftanding rules of the feminary, without requir-

ing or entorcing any religious or civil teft whatfoever upon any ftudent, fcholar
or member, of the faid college, other than fuch oath of fidelity to the ftate as the
laws thercof may require of the vifitors, governors, maiters, profeflors and teach-
ers, 1 fchoels and feminaries of learain g in general 3 nor thall any preference be
