Town Commissioners for Centreville,

The first town election under the
law pussed at the present session of
the Legislature for the election of
three Town Commissioners for Cen-
treville, to serve for a term of two
years, will be held on Monday next.
T'he new law provides that only those
male rezidents of the town who have
resided within its limits for the lust
six months and whose names appear
on the tax books ay being asgessed
with property to the amount of §100,
or whose wives are assessed with the
fike wmount of property, are entitled
to vote. It is cluimed that this pro-
vigion of property qualification was
ingerted for the purpose of prevent-
ing the colored voters from partici-
pating iu the election, but since the
passage of the luw a careful poll hus
developed the fact that nearly as
many whites us colored voters are
disqualitied, und out of the popula-
tion of 1,800 there are but 200 en-
titled to vote,

“I'he present open-door policy for
marriage in America cunnot exist
much longer,” writes Edward Bok in
the April Ladied  Ifome Journal.
“The question must be met, and it
should be met squurely. Any discus-
sion of divorce is untimely : it is fu-
tile at the moment. It is grappling
with the question at the wrong end.
Whether divorce is right or wrong;
whether there should be divorce at
all, and on what grounds u decree of
“divorce should be granted—these are
not the pressing questions of the hour.
The whole mutter of divorce does not
begin to stand in such urgent need
of discussion as doss the question of
the laws of ‘marriage.  When we ud-
just marriage as we should adjust it,
then we can give our attention to di-
vorce. And then we shall find that
in adjuating the one we shall have
come pretty close to the wisest and
best adjustment of the other. The
practical solution of both, in short,
lies in the proper adjustment and
rigid* enforcement of luws which
shall make marriage more difticult of
accomplishment.”
