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on or before the first days of June and December; and those officers were re-
qrired, on the said davs respectively, or within ten dayvs theveatter, to pay all
snes e o veb by thern B taad sovces L or o Caotciune, tai 1
migat be able to present to you a comparative view of the results of tho last
and preceding year, 1 have obtained from the Comptroller a statcuent of the
receipts from Clerks and Registers between the 1st of Deceuber 1852 aud the
10th of Decemiber 18585 because, it is estimated that wo more has been paid iuto
the 'Freasury by those oflicers, to that date, than would have been accounted
for by them ou or before the 30th of Novewber last, bad no change been made
in the termination of the tiscal year and the periods for the settlanent of their
accounts. During the fiscal year 1852, the Clerks of the Cireuit Courts for the
several counties (Baltimore County included) paid iuto the Treasury the sum of
$76,215.44. During the last ycar, they paid $94,870.22; sliowing an increase
of $18,654.78. In 1852, however, $9,068.42 (on account of collections for
1851) were received into the Treasury from former County Clerks; which made
an aggregate of recoipts for that year of $85,283.86. The actual increase in
the revenue recoived from the Clerks of Counties, during the past year, is con-
sequeutly $9,686.36. ‘

The Registers of Wills for the several Counties (Baltimore County included)
paid, in 1852, $20,846.80; and in the last year $35,130.69; being an increase
of $14,283.89. In 1852, $5,224.39 wero received from furer Registers, mak-
ing an aggregate for that year of $26,071.19. The actual increase in the revenue
received from the Registers for Counties, during the past year, is consequently
$9,059.50; and {rom Clerks and Registers $18,645.86.  The increase for 1852
over 1851, was $15,043.98; so that, the aggregate increase in the revenue derived
from Clerks and Registers, in the last two years, amounted to $33,689.84.

"The returns from the City of Baltimove, although by no means as gratifying
as those from the Counties, furnish no reasan to doubt the permanency and
steady expansion of the indirect revenues. The Clerks of the Superior Court
and Court of Common Pleas returned, in 1852, the aggregate sun of $93,767.77;
and, in the past year, the aggregate sum of $94,105.65 ; showing an increase of
$337.88.  Whilst, however, the roturns of the Clerk of the Superior Court, for
the last year, are groater than those of 1852, by $2,880.49, the receipts from
the Clerk of the Court of Common Pleas are less by $2,042.61. The Clerk of
the Criminal Court (who has nothing to do with the Collection of the indirect
taxes) returned during the last year, principally on account of the excess of fees
over the Constitutional limit of his salary, the sun of $1,131.94; which made
the aggrogate receipts from the Clerks of the City wmount to $95,287.69; being
an increase over the previous year of $1,469.80. The Register for the City re-
turned, in 18562, $28,046.16; and, in 1853, $30,671.31; showing an increase of
$7,625.15. 'T'he aggregate increase in the City, during the last year, was there-
fore, $9,094.95; and in the whole State, $27,740.81. [ cannot present a full
estimate of the revenues due for the yoar from the City of Baltimore, as I am
informed Ly the Comptroller that the Clerk of the Court of Conimon Pleas has
made no report since June last.  Lnougl,, however, has been exhibited to fur-
nish you good grounds for confidence in this branch ot the public reveunue, and
to strengthen you in the resolution to maintain the financial policy recommended
by e to your predecessors. and adopted by them at their last Session.
