were clected on the firft Monday of Oc¢tober laft :

1. We it enalted, by the General Affembly of Maryland, That in each of the Juftices to
faid counties it thall and may be lawful for three or more of the juitices of the ;" ;{:i_‘;}ﬁi;f“*
faid county courts to meet in court at the ufual places of holding the courts of &c.
the faid counties, at any time before the faid days to which the faid courts are
adjourned, and then and there to qualify the faid theriffs, and to take bonds with
fecurity from the faid fheriffs, and to do any and every other act relating to the qua-
lification of the (heritts, and taking the bond with fecurity required by law, in the
fame manner as cither of the {aid courts would have been authorifed to do the fime
at the ufuzl time for their meeting in November laft, if the faid act had not pafled.

ITI. Gno Gie it enaf&en, That each of the fiid fheriffs, after qualificaticn and Who fiay
giving bond with fecurity under this a&t, (hall proceed in the execution of his ot f;}{ﬁi.:s,,
otiicey in the fame manner as he might have done if the faid courts had not been <.
adjverned, and the qualification and execution of the bond aforefaid had taken
place ot the ufual times and places for the meeting of the faid courts in the

month of November laft paft.

IV, Guy be it enaften, That all caufes, pleas, and other proceeding, civil and Caufes, &c. to
criminal, depending in either of the faid county courts at their adjourned Auguft i’;d;;;,’lj”;c“
courts, and then not finally determined, or continued to the November courts,
fhall, on the meeting of the faid November courts in the month of January next,
be in the fime fituation and condition in every refpect that they would have been
i 1f continued to the faid November courts.

VI. Qno be it enafted, That in each of the counties in this ftate where the fhe- Juftices in
riff may not have been qualified, or given bond, and the courts of the faid counties ¢ich coun 1.
have been adjourned, it thall and may be lawful for three or more of the juftices ymeEh e
of the faid courts to meet in court at any day before the day to which they may
be adjourned, and to exercife fimilar powers to thofe herein given to the juftices
of Montgomery and Wathington county courts for the qualification and taking
feccurity of the fheriffs of thofe counties, which qualification and giving of ‘bond
under this act (hall be as effetual to every purpofe as if they had taken place af
the faid courts before adjournment.
