shiops, will be ready for the reception of the unfortunate offenders against the peace of society who are destined -
to occupy it, for the employment of whom it is contemplated to commence immediately different manufaclures;
o purchase the materials requisite for this purpose, to provide iron doors for the celis, to complete tie stent
wall atove menticned, and to defray the indispensable but moderate ¢xpense of organizing a new institution, 0
laudible and €0 interesting to humanity, an adequate appropriation will be necessary.

Your committee are apprised that it will be proper to level the ground enclosed by the stone wull, in orderte
give the wull its intended elevation, but for this purpose tne criminals now at work on the roads near the city
of Baltimore, to the number of thirty-three, and whom it is. the intention ot the legislature to remove toth
Peritentiury, can be safely and profiiably employed.
