Where the schiedule of the debts returned by the insolvent
exceeds $500, each commissioner is authorised to receive $5.
Where the schedule shall not exceed $500, each commis-
misssioner is eptitled to two dollars. |
In all cases of interrogatories, where the debts of the in-
solvent shall exceed $200, each commissioner is entitled to
receive 5 dollars,

Where they are under $200,’each commissioner 18 au-
thorised to receive 2 dollars. ~
For Einal Discharges and Reports.

Where the debts of the insoulvent do not excced $500,
each commissioner is entitled to receive 1 dollar. |
Where such debts exceed $500, but be under $2000, each
commissioner is entitled to receive 2 doliars. |
Where they exceed $2000, each commissioner is author-
1sed to receive 3 doliars. .
In all cases of personal and final discharges, the clerk of
said commissioners 1s allowed 1 dollar for each discharge.
