singularly truthfal, pure-minded, and sin-
ale-hearted woman,  The lady of the houge
whe knew her real character to be the
very reverse of what she seemed was curi-
ous to know whether Mr. — would be
able to discover this Ly her handwriting.—
Accordingly, she procuted a slip of this
lady's writing (having ascertained he had
never scen it) and gave it to him one even-
ing as the handwriting of a friend of hers
whose character she wished him to deci-
plhier. His usual habit, when le under-
took to excrcise this power, was to take a
slip of a letter, cut down lengthwise so as
not to shiow any sentences, to his room
at night, and to “bring it down with his
judgment in writiug the next morning.—
On this occasion, when the party were
scated at the breakfast-table,the lady whose
writing he had unconsciously been examin.
ing, made some observation which particu.
Jarly struck Mr. — as seeming to betoken
a very noble and truthful character. He
expressed his admiration of her sentiments

[From the New York Methodist.]
The Qeysers,

BY TIE REV. DR. NEWMAN,

The geysers of Sonomo are as curious as

they are interesting. In many particulars
they are not unlike those of Iccland. The
latter are on a grander scale, but in tem-
perature, in mineral deposits, in the num-
ber and variety of the springs, they are not
superior. The ride to Sonoma is one of the
most delightful in California, The sail
from San Fraucisco to Vallejo is equal in
beauty to a trip up the Hudson to West-
Pomt. The magnificent bay, the noble
river, the lofty mountains, the quiet ham.
lets, the fortifications, and clegant steam.
boat, combine to enhance the pleasure of
the tour. At tho little town of Vallejo,
wo took the train for Calistoga, a favorite
summer resort for Californians, and the
White Sulphur Springs, which are cele-
Lrated for their great medicinal qualities.
But the excitement of the trip to tho gey-
sers begins at Calistoga. The remainder
of the journey is made in the stage-coach,
the proprictor of which prides himsell on
his rapid and skilful driving, Ten miles
an hour is the minimum rate, over plains,
through valleys, across mountains. Aswe
advanced, Mt. St. Helen was {n view for
many amile. Although less imposing than
somoe of the Sierra Nevadas, and in alti-
tude not to be compared to Mount Shasta,
yet it is the most beautiful mountain in
California. Its chaste and graceful out-
line is the very ideal of mountain form.—
Like a thing of Leauty, it seemed to follow
us, attracting our gaze from cvery other
olject. On its summit {8 a copper plate,
bearing an inscription, and placed theye by
the Russians many years ago.
The scenery Leyond was exceedingly
picturesque. The hills sloped gracefully
the valleys were deep and narrow, green
with meadows and bright with running
waters.  As we gained the summit, known
as Goodwin's Peak, the landscape was
really grand. The whole valley of the
Russian River lay at our fect, extending
from the southeast and south, where it joins
the Petaluma Valley, and running far away
to the noithwest. Beyond was the long
line of the coast range, covered with a
dreamy, purple haze, and further on, the
blue waters of the Pacific, scventy miles
distant. On our return, early the next
morning, these great valleys wero filled
with a white fog, its tleecy Lillows cver in
motion, and from out fts bosom appeared
the hill-tops, like islands in thesea. Above
us were the calm heavens and the bright
sun. What a symbol of human life!—
Those in the valleys were under a cloud;
we on the mountain-top, above the clouds,
and in the sunshine of early morn. On
descending into the valley of the geysers,
we had a sample of rapid driving., The
narrow mountain.road was full of sharp
curves, around which we turned with fear-
ful speed. The horses had been trained to
their work. Each had his name, and was
guided by the driver's voice rather than by
his hand. With great skill he managed
the Lrake, which was at once our safety
and our danger—our safety in reaching a
curve ; our danger if not removed at the
nick of time in turning the curve, and pre-
vent the coach from upsetting. In the
descent of thice thousaund feet, there was
a stretch of three and a half miles, witha
descent of twenty-three hundred feet, which
we made in fourteen minutes !

Seventy miles from San Francisco, ina
narrow, rugged mountain gorge, the geysers
of Sonoma are located, two thousand feet
above thie level of the sea. The region
bears marks of violent volcanic action.—
As we drew near tho spot, wo heard the
roaring sound of the escaping stecam. In
the morning, bLefore the suu is up, the
scenc is wonderful. From all the springs,
a cloud of vapor ascends, veiling hill and
dale, and from out the dense cloud come
territic sounds, which seom to warn the
travelertodepart. The * Plutonic Sulphur
Creek "’ runs through the whole extent of
the narrow vailes.  On the horth side is the
Geyser Canyon. There are not less than
two hundred springs in all, the temperature
of which ranges from extreme cold to boil-
fng hot. The atmosphere was surcharged
with sulphurousodors. The ground beneath
uswas hollow, and rumbling, screeching,
growling sounds greeted us at every step.
The hicat was oppressive ; tho stench was
awful. Everywhere we saw mineral depos-
its of sulphnr, magnesta, alum, and iron.
We saw boiling springs of white, red, and
black sulphur; boiling springs of irom,
soda, and alum. Every spring bad its
noise. Some hissed and sputtered, as when
water was pourcd upon red-liot iron; oth-
ers secthed and roared.

Scventy-five feet from the liotel, wecame
to a spring of iron, sulphur, and soda with
a temperature of 73° Fabr. In ascending
the Geyser Gulch, tho first we et wasa
tepid springof alum. Twenty feet beyond
was the ¢ Medicated Geyser Bath,” with a
temperature of 885, containing ammonia,
Epsom salts, magnesia, sulphur, and iron.
Arvound it lay crystals of Epsom salts two
fuches in length, Higher up we came toa
spring of boiling alum and sulphur, with a
temperature of 1562, Near it was one of
black sulphur. As we advanced over rocks
and heated ground, enveloped in steam, we
walked on thick deposits of amonia,
tartaric acid, magnesia, sulphur, salts,
alum, iron, and nitre. A singular feature
of the geysers is the proximity of springs
of different temperatures and of differcnt
qualitics. Here is one, clear and cold, and
within a few fect is another, scalding hot.
An egg, dipped in the latter and taken out,
isboiled. A Lien thrown in would bereduced
to broth in two minntes. From one of the
larger springs, a jot of water {s thrown up
a height of fifteen feet.

Sone of the geysers are very remarkable.
\What is known as the *‘Stcamboat Gey-
ser'’ {s an opening two feet in diameter,
out of which the steam rushes, sounding
like a high-pressure seveu-boiler boat blow-
ing oft steam. The old guide had placed
a long iron whistlo so that the steam rushes
through it, and by a slight movement it
sounded like a locomotive whistling to clear
the track. The people of California have
a fancy to call certain curious things after
Lis Satanic majesty, Between Ogden and
Sacramento there is the ¢ Devil's Slide "
and the * Devil's Bridge,’ hence I was not
surprised to find here the ¢ Devil's Punch.
Bowl,"” over seven feet in diameter, and of
unknown depth. The conteutsare thrown
up three feet Ligh, in a state of great ebu.
lition, are semi-liquid, blacker than ink,
and are used as ordinary writing-fluid.—
After standing for a while in a bottle, a
thick, black sediment is formed. Upon
paper or cloth, the liquid is indelible. As
the cauldron is of unknown depth, and
ever full to overtlowing, large quantities
might be exported. It is ink mixed by the
hand of nature. The temperature is 195°
Falir. Near it isaspring so acid that,

with a little sugar mixed with the water
thercof, it makes delicious lemonade, and

as such it is given to the guests at the
lotel as a “cooling beverage.”” Lemonade
from the rocks may sound queer, but ¢ facts
are stranger than fiction.,"

The baths are delightful. The traveler
is asked : “What kind of a bath do you
‘wish, sir? Analum bath? an acid bath?
a sulphur bath? an iron bath? Just what
you please, sir.”* Within the space of ten
feet, we passed from a steam-sulphur bath
to a hot liquid sulphur bath, and then
cooled off in a running brook of sulphur
water, clear as crystal.  As might beinfer.
red, the geysers are visited by invalids
affected with cutaneous and rheumatic dis-
cases and especially those suffering from
partial blindness, for here is to be found an
eye-water of rare curative properties. The
traveler can hardly describe Lis feelings
while passing over this Plutonic region.—
Ile is conscious that the flres are not far
beneath his feet. The hollow, rumbling
sounds awakened by his footfalls remind
him that the crust of the earth whero he
stands Is exceedingly thin, On the sides
of the mountains aro the unmistakable
signs of volcanic cruptions. He instinct-
ively desires to depart, to avoid an earth-
quako or escape a volcano.

Yalue of Revaccination in Small-pox.

——

Most of our readers arc awarc of the
extent to which the small-pox has ravaged
France, and cspecially Paris, and of the
continued discusaion of remedies and indi-
cations of the disease. In responso toa
request from the Minister of the Interior
to the Imperial Academy of Medicine the
following statement of established facts
was returned : First, vaccination is a pre-
servative against small.pox; second, in
every instance, after a certain time, revac-
cination is expedient to sccure excmption
from contagion ; third, revaccination is an
absolute sccurity from danger; fourth,
revaccination is useful at all ages; fifth, it
can be employed without incomvenience
during the existence of the epidemic, and
it is perfectly well established that in cer-
tain localitics—in the Losom of families,
in boarding-schools, and other agglomera-
tions of indisiduals—it has succeeded in
arresting upon the spot an epidemic just
begun ; sixth, the actual epidemic of small
pox, which prevails in Paris and other
points of French territory, has supplicd a
most convincing proof of the protective
power of revaccination; finally, it was
stated that in various armny corps, and
especially in the Garde de Paris, and in
many public and privato establishments,
particularly in some of the municipal
schools, the small-pox was entirely checked
after revaccination ; and also that the latest
statistics, especially those collected in the
civil Lospitals of Paris, prove in tho most
positive manner that persons receutly re
vaccinated have been attacked onlyina
very small proportion, and very lightly,
and so as not to figure in the statistics of
mortality. It is, therefore, concluded that
it is in the highest degree important, both
in the interest of the individual and of the
pablic, to continue to extend in every pos-
sible way the practice of revaccination,

flannel skirts, three foot.blankets, three
muslin skirts, if it is winter, none for sum-
mer; six checked nainsook slips, high in
the neck and long in the slceves; two knit
shirts, two or three pairs of socks, three
flannel or muslin knight-wraps, two dozen
napkins, two calico double wrappers, two
flannel Llankets, a yard square; little
aprons, if you fancy them; a red riding-
hood, if the Laby is a girl—blue if itis a
boy. Let the last be of delaine or flannel,
and lined if for winter wear, The Lands
of the flanncl skirts must be five fingers
long, one and a half wide—the length of
the skirt threc quarters of a yard. The
foot-Ulanket is three quarters of a yard
long, and the upper part, for a finger and
a half, pleated into five fingers’ length,
forming a waist. Tho pleats can be let out
asthe baby grows. The slips should be
cut goring, a yard and a quarter long from
neck to hem, and drawn up about the
waist, if drawn up at all, with bobbin; the
napkins just twice as long as they are wide
and hemmed at cach end; the blankets
scalloped on the edge with linen or silk
floss. The little bands' worn for tho first
three months are simply strips of flannel
five fingers long, and one and a half wide.
All theso articles can be purchased new
and of good quality, and the whole bill be
brought within thirty dollars. Such an
outfit, with slight additions from time to
time, will last three or four babies. Ono
nicely embroidered flannel skirt, and a
fancy slip, with cap and cloak, for holidays,
will complete what a baby must have to be
well dressed.  Of course you may have as

Hunting Rocky Mountain Sheep.

We had been at our new camp several
days, aud taken all the game we wanted,
when, one moruing, I determined to climb
the mountain peaks and have a hunt after
the famous mountain sheep. My compan.
jons liked the idea of a dash at the ‘“hard
hieads,” and we all three sat out together.
The sun met us as we toiled up the steeps,
and it was scarcely half an hour high when
La Frombe, who was in advance, halted
and pointing to a cliff’ half a mile distant,
said, *“ There they are.””  We lookedinthe
direction indicated and saw a group of four
sheep walking along the cdge of a prec-
ipice. They had not yet discovered us,
and we stood still until they passed out of
sight Lehind some projecting rocks, and
then ran as fast as we could aloug the
mountain side until we were directly under
where we had seen our game. Carefully
ascending from crag to crag, we wero not
long in coming upon their fresh tracks,
and now we crept along, looking carefully
ahead atevery turn. Presently La Frombe
pointed to the right,fand there, standing on
a rock, scarcely two hundred yards from us
were threo large sheep.  We cach selected
a sheep—La Frombe taking the one on the
left, the Santee the onc in the middle, and
1 the farthest one right. At a signal from
La Frombe we fired together, and when
the smoko had cleared away saw one sheep
lying on the rock. Iranas fastas I could
up the rocks, and arrived intimo to sce
the other two big horns going around the
bluff a quarter of a mile off. La Frombe
had killed his game, but the Santee and I
had missed our mark. I, however, noticed
blood on the stones, and knowing that one
of the other two was wounded, dctermined
to follow them. Leaving La Frombe and
the Santee to skin and dress the dead ani-
mal, I climbed from ravine to ravine and
rock to rock for nearly an lour and had
begun to despair of seeing my game again,
when 1 unexpectedly came upon some
blood and tracks. I saw where the sheep
had lain but a few minutes before, and as
thete was somo soft soil at this point so I
could follow the tracks, I crawled carefully
along. 1 paused often to watch and
listen, but could sce nothing, and all was
silent as only the vast solitudes of a moun-
tain canbe. 1 lad begun to descend a
little, with a view of getting among somo
scrubby pines near by, in order the better
to shield mysclf from obscrvation, and just
as I reached them, I saw a stately ram
walking slowly along a ledge of rocks,
closely followed by a small ewe. I was yet
too far away to shoot with precision, and
as they were moving slowly, and had not
scen me, I stood still until they turned the
rock. They were moving parallel with me,
and T now hastened, under cover of the
pines, to get ahead of them, if possible.—
After getting one or two falls, and nearly
breaking my gun and neck over the stones,
I perceived the sheep nearly above me, and
not over two hundred yards distant. I
crawled to the cgde of the rock, and select-
ing an open spot, where I knew the sheep
would pass, rested my gun. Ina moment
they appeared, and when the ram camo
opposite the end of my rifle, I fired. Tho
old fellow dropped, rolled over, turned
upon his horns, and fell over forty feet,
lighting on his head* e was desperately
wounded, but still able to rise. As ho
steadicd himself for another, jump I put a
third ball into him, and he lay down on the
rocks. Iscrambled up to him, and when
lie saw me ho made desperate efforts to get
upon his feet. Helay upon his side, his
great red eyes rolling flercely. When I
went near him he bleated piteously, and
struck with his forefeet, at the same time
tossing his great Liorns savagely about. I
tried for some time to get hold of him, not
wishing to shoot him again as I had but
two chargers left in my gun, and I had left
my ammunition belt behind, in order t-
climb the better. Every time I approached
ho struck at me, until, finally losing my
patience, I pounced upon him from behind,
and seizing hold of one of his horns, at-
tempted to draw my hunting knife across
his throat. Throwing back his head with
a strength that surprised me, he struck mo
with Lis horn on the knee, and almost
broke my leg. It wasonly after a severo
struggle that I was able to drive my knifo
into his neck and finish him.

When I had killed the ram I looked up,
and there stood the doe hardly fifty yards
distant. She had been looking at the
death of her mate, and now, even as I
looked at her, bounded nimbly away over
the rocks. I fired a shot after her, but it
did not hit her, and I sat down perfectly
satistied with my ram.

1 was not long in signaling my compan-
jons, and presently Iheard tholong ¢talla-
Lo!”’ of La Frombe, who was coming up
the steeps below me.

1 had my shecp skinned and dressed by
the time they came up, and the pines
affording a favorable place, we cut off some
of the choice bits, roasted them on tho
coals, and dined.

We were all three very tired, and having
had enough of sheep-hunting for one day,
we rested for a couple of hours, and then,
packing our meat on our backs, began the
descent. It was quite late when we reached
our camp, and as we were wears, and
bruised by many a fall received during
the day, we soon went to bed.

*Hunting the Rocky Mountain sheep is
the only sport that approximates to any
thing like the famous cgmmois hunting of
olden times. The flesh of theso sheep is
rood, but they are exceedingly dificult to
hill. When pursued by the hunter, or
wounded, they will frequently throw them-
selves over precipices tifty feet high, and
light o1t their horns, apparently without
hurting themselves in the least.
