A Wonderful Clock.

THE ASTRONOMICAL CLOCK OF STRASBOURG.
As many are aware, the Cathedral at
Strasbourg has had three wonderful clocks ;
the first constructed between the years 1352
and 1333, the sccond bettveen the years
1547 and 1574, and the third and last, which
s0 high an authority as Avchbishop Spald.
ing pronounces *‘one of the greatest won-
ders of the world,"” Letween the years 1838
and 1842,

This clock is entirely the invention of
M. Schwielgui, and it is to a description of
his father’s masterpiece, written by the
inventor’s son, as translated by Archbishop
Spalding, of Baltimore,that we arc indebted
for the facts herein set forth,

The clock cousists of threo distinet com-
partments, or towers, one resting on the
top of the other, and each compartment
coutains one of the ¢ secctions,” which,
standing Ly itself, would boe a marvel of
ingenuity, but when it is made to run in
harmony with the other parts, and to
respond to their most delicato oscillations,
it scems to pass the bounds of human skill.
At the base of the cluck is a polished cop-
per spliere, with a dial and hands to indi.
cate sidereal time. Al the fixed stars of
tho firmament, down to the sixth magni.
nitude, numbering more than flve thous.
and, are represented thereon in their true
and relative position in the heavens,  This
sphicre makes its revolution from east to
west in a sideral day, which is three min.
utes and fifty-six seconds less than a mean
solar day. In its gradual movements
around its axis the sphero carries along
with it tho various circles with which it is
surrounded, namely, the equator and the
ecliptic, while the two circles of the miri-
dian and the horizon remain stationary.—
It indicates the precise time of the rising
and setting of all the fixed stars visible to
the naked cye at Strasbourg, and points
out the precise position in the heavens of
cach of them at any given hour. It makes
allowance for the precession of the cqui-
noxes (that is, thoe shifting forward of the
point at which the equator cuts the ecliptic
at cach equinox, which, in the course of
thousands of ages, will amount to a com.
plete revolution around some point in
space,) a movement so slow and so gradual
that it is generally left out in astronomical
calculations,

THE PERPETUAL CALENDAL.

Immediately behind the sphere is the
compartment consecrated to tlio calendar.
A metallic band in the form of a ring,
ouly nine inches in breadth to nearly twen-
ty-nine in circumference, has marked upon
it all the indications of a perpetual calen-
dar, the months, tho days, the dominical
letters, the names of the Saiuts, and all the
fixed festivals of the Church. This ring
advances ono division each day, tho move-
ment taking place at exactly the previous
midnight. A figure representing Apollo
stands at the right of the calendar, and
with an arrow points to the day of the
year and to the name of the Saint whose
festival occurs on that day. The calendar

THE EQUATION OF TIME.

The space within the calendar is devoted
to the indication of the apparent time, that
is, of the timo measured by the sun and
moon as we «ee them in the heavens, and
at a glance the observer can sco the egua-
tion of time, that is, the difference between
wmean and apparent time.  The dial which
denotes apparent time points out the rising
| and setting of the sun, the apparent time
at any period of the day or night, the
apparent diurnal revolution of tho moon
around the carth, its appaient right ascen.

ECLIPRES, AND IIOW TIIEY ARE PPRODUCED,
Two hands of the same color as the dial-
plate upon which they aie projected are
terminated, one of them by a gilt disc sur-
rounded by a hialo to represent the rays of
the sun, acd the othier by a little globe of
silvery color to represent the moon, amd in
the centre of the dial there is a globe rep-
resenting the earth, By means of the
machinery these little miniature represcn.
tations of the sun, moon and earth go
through with all the phenomena of an
cclipse just while it is occurring, whether
visible or not, and what is most astonish-
ing, the clock will continue to reproduce
them just at the right instant for an indefi-
nite period.  Toa person not familiar with
the mathematics of astronomy, nothing is
more irregular and uncertain than the
occurrence of eclipses ; they seem to happen
on any day of the year and at any hour of
the day—they all do occur, however, in
obedience to certain fixed laws, which the
astronomers understand, and the time of
their beginning and ending at any given
meridian can be accurately calculated.—
These abstruso mathematical calculations
have been embodied in this wonderful
machinery, and that which involves long
and laborious computation on the part of
the scientific astronomer is made palpable
to the most illiterate observer. It must
have been a god-like genius that could thus
reduce the most highly wrought demon.
strations of the mathematicians to the
movements of wheels, springs and pulleys,
and to reproduce the phenomena for thous-
ands of ycars without error, if the ma.
chinery would last so long. There are
many other wounders in connection with
tho celestial phenomena which this clock
fndicates that we have uot space to men-
tion, and many of them are so abstruse and
%0 technical that none but the learned
teader could understand them,
THE DAYS OF THE WEEK, AND THE DIVIN.
ITIES THAT REFPRESENT TIEM.

The portion immediately above the cal-
endar is devoted to tho days of tho weck.
On an azure ground made to ropresent the
heavenly vault successively appear, sur-
rounded by clouds, the seven pagan divini-
tics after whom the planets known to the
ancients were named, These allegorical
figures come forth, each on his own day in
the wecek, in chariots of alight, graceful
and classical form, drawn by different ani.
mals, allegorical of the attributes ascribed
to each deity by the ancient poets. On
Sunday Appollo, the god of day, appears
ona radiant car drawn by the horses ot the
sun, On Monday the chaste Idiana, the
cmblem of the moon, makes her appear-
ance on a car drawn by a stag with a timid
step. She is followed on Tuesday by Mars,
the fiery god of war, whose car, drawn by
a fiery charger. is ready to fly to the com-
bat. On Wednesday is scen Mercury, the
fleet messenger of the gods, bearing the
wand and the purse.  On Thursday appears
Jupiter, dread sovereign of the gods, with
his emblematic thunderbolt in his hand.—
On Friday appears Venug, the goddess of
beauty, accompanied by her son Cupid, in
a light, coquettish car, drawn by doves.—
Finally, on Saturday appears Saturn, armed
with a scytlie, and on the point of devour-
ing a child, a suitable emblem of time,
which devours all things in its resistless
and relentless course.

On the sides of the compartments are also
paintings representing tho creation, the
resurcection, the day of judgment, etc.;
also two beautiful allegorical figures repre-
senting virtue and vice.

THE GALLERY OF LIONS.
In the next tower above is the gallery of
lions, so called from the fact that it is
guarded by two massive lions sculptured
in wood. In this gallery is a small dial
plate with hands indicating mean time—
that is, tho time composed of hours of
equal length, and the exact arithmetical
mean time between those of the longest
and those of the shortest days of the year.
On each side of the dial plate are two genii ;
the one on the left holds a sceptre in one
hand, and in the other alittle hammer, with
which he strikes with admirable gravity
and dignity the first stroke of each quarter
of the hour. The geni sitting on the other
side lolds in his two hands an hour.glass
filled with red sand, swhich he turns with
great ease and dexterity every lour just
after the fourth quarter has struck,
THE PLANETARIUM,

Immnediately above the gallery of lions is
the planetarium, constructed according to
the system of Bopernicus. This cxhibits
all the apparent motions of tho plancts
composing our system. The ground of tho
circular space above is azure, to represent
the sky scenat agreat distance; the centre
is occupied by the sun, with his gilt disc,
from the surface of which twelve rays pro-
ceed, indicating on the citcumferenco of
the dial the twelve signs of the zodiac.—
Seven small spheres, gilt, but differently
shaded with clouds, placed at the proper
distances from the sun, made of the proper
relative sizes, and moving with the proper
velocities, represent the seven planets visi-
blo to the naked cyv, in their respective
motions around the sun.

THE PIIASES OF TIHE MOON.

Immediately above the planetariumisa
large globe representing the phases of the
moon. This globe turns on its axisina
lunar month, and the axis having the proper
fnclination, its cnlightened side increases
or diminishes in its apparent size to the
eye, 80 as to represent very accurately the
lunar phases. In this compartment are
many beautiful paintings which wo have
not the space to describe.

THE FOUR AGES OF IIUMAN LIFE.

The upper portion of the clock is the

most wonderful to the superficial observer.
Here are the cmblematic little statues
which are moved by sceret springs and per-
form a varicty of appropriate oflices with
the proper motions. There are four stat.
ues representing the four ages of human
life, childhood, youth, manlivod and old
age. At thoe first quarter of eacli hour the
¢ehild makes his appearance bearing a small
javelin, with which he strikes the bell once.
ITe is succceded next quarter by a youth
dressed as a hunter, who strikes the half
hour with bhis arrow. Next comes tho
man, clad in a coat of mail, and armed
with a sword, with which ho strikes the
three quarters.  Finally comes the old man,
wrapped up in warm clothing, and bending
over his crutch, which he. however, has
strength enough to raise, in order to strike
the four quarters. Each of theso littlo fig-
ures on leaving its place makes two steps
forward to reach the bell, then pauses loug
enough to discharge its ofllce, and then
retraces its steps and makes room for its
successor.  Theso figures suspend their
operations during tho night. The hour is
struck by a hideous skeleton representing
death, armed with a seythe, which raises
its bony arm and st:ikes the bell heavily
and slowly,

TIHE VIVINE MASTER AND THE TWELVE
APOSTLES,

TlLe upper compartment is occupied by a
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[ figure of the Saviour seated on a throne,

 holding in one hand the banner of redemp-
‘ tion and extending the other in the act of
{ imparting  His Lenediction, Each day
| immediately after the striking of twelve,
‘ twelve figures  acpuesenting the twelve
, apostles, each one Learing the badge of his
| martyrdom, or some other emblem, form
| themselves in procession, and  present

Saviour, there making an appropiiate salu-
tation. On the departure of the apostles
Christ gives Iis benediction in the form of
the cross. During the procession of the
apostles the cock perclied on the summit of
the tower to the left of the spectator,
entones his chant of viclory, after having
tiest flapped his wings, shaken his head and
tail, and expanded, like any other cock.—
This chanticleer is madoe after nature. It
crows three times at noon, each day, aund
has some reference tothe cock which called
Peter to repentance. We must omit a
description of the beautiful paintings with
which the tower to the left is embellished.
DIMENSIONS AND OTHERSFACTS.

The clock is wound up once in cight
days. It has but one principal movement,
whichis governed Ly a regulator that beats
the second, which regulator, in its turn, is
regulated by a pendulum and by an escape-
ment garnished with precious stones. The
total height of the central or principal
tower of the clock is about sixty-four feet.
The dial, which looks out on the Cathedral
square, is seventeen feet in diameter. On
it are indicated the hours and their subdi.
visions, also the days of the week, in such
a manner as to be clearly visible to persons
in any part of the square.

Such are some of the wonders of the
great clock at Strasbourg.

The San Domlngo Commlission,

After considerable discussion, Congress
week before lastagreed toauthorize the Pres-
ident to appoint a commission of three to
proceed to the island of San Domingo to
inquire into the condition of the Repullic
of Deniinica, and toAg’sccrmin the desire
and disposition of the people to Lecome
annexed to the United States. The resolu-
tion granting this authority contained a
proviso that it should not be construed as
committing Congress to the policy of anex-
ation, thus postponing tho final Congres.
sional fight on the subject. Still the friends
of the project feel highly gratified with the
progress they have alrcady made. The
Commission is composed of ex-Senator
Benjamin Wade, of Ohio, President Andrew
White, of Cornell University, and Dr.
Samuel G, Howe, of Boston. General Sigel
was to have been Secretary of the Commis-
sion, but he declined that position on
account of a lack of sufficient fluency in
speaking Spanish, altlirough he is perfectly
familiar with the language. The Commis-
xion is a good one, and as it is to be accom.
panied byacorps of able scientificassistants,
its report will enable Congress to act intelli-
gently when the final vote s reached.

The Commission is only empowered to
ascertain the condition, ete., of the Repub-
lic of Dominica, but it is understood that
the authorities of Hayti are quite willing
to Le aunexed, and are, in fact, only wait.
ing for the Spanish Republic to take the
initiative. It must bo borne in mind that
San Domingo {s divided between two
republics, Dominica on the east, which is
composad of mulattoes who speak the
Spanish language, and Hayti on the west,
whoso citizens are negroes and speak French
exclusively, The island is, after Cuba, the
largest and most beautiful of the West
Indies. It §s four huudred and six miles
long, and one hundred and sixty-three
miles broad in its widest part; its area
Leing about cqual to that of South Caro-
lina. Itis very firegular in its form, being
decply indented with bays and inlets, so
that its coast-line, which is estimated to be
twelve hundred miles in lenght, isrelatively
very extensive and affords numerous excel-
lent harbors. 'The climate of the island is
Lot and moist, but is generally salubrious.
In the north, and especially in the more
elevated poitions, tlere is a perpetual
spring.  The seasons are divided into wet
and dry, and the rainy season occurs on
the opposite shores of the island at different
periods_of the year. In some localitics,
years have passed without a single heavy
shower. (Gold and other minerals abound,
but although once mined, now reccive little
attention, from want of the requisite
machinery and capital to work the ore.
The vegetation is chiefly of a tropical char-
acter, whilo the mountains are clothed with
forests of mahogany, lignuni.vite, satin.
wood, wax-palm, and numerous othier cabi-
net woods. Theo richest of flowering plants
abound, and the usual tiopical esculeuts
and fruits. The staples of cultivation are
collce, cocoa, sugar, indigo, cotton, and
tobacco, while bananas, yams, oranges,
pincapples, melons, and grapes are abun.
dant.

The western or French end of the island
has always been the best cultivated, but
the production of the island has not been
what it might Le, owing either to lack of
enterprise or want of suitable laborers.
Dominica on the east comprises an area of
seventeen thousand miles, and a population
of 140,000, while Hayti on the west, with
an area of ten thousand square miles, sup-
portsa population of 575.000. As neither of
these republics have enjoyed very good
credit with the capitalists, they are not
burdened with heavy debis—which is for-
tunato for us—and it s cstimated that
the acquisition of the entire island will
not cost us more than five million dollars.
It is claimed, morcover, that tho entire
island can be made to very nearly supply
all the sugar and coffee needed in
the United States. This will, of course,
depend upon how far the infusion of North-
ern and Caucasian blood will develop the
productive capabilities of the island, for its
fertility is acknowledged beyond dispute.

It has long Leen deemed advisable by
many Statesmen that the United States
should gain a foothold in the West-Indies,
and if this policy e sound, San Domingo
is probably likely to prove as valuable to us
as any other island in the group, cxcept
pethaps Cuba.  Much, however, is urged
against the acquisition of the island by
men whose character and Intelligence
entitle them to a careful Learing, Tt is
said that the inhabitants are, liko other
dwellers in tropical climes, unfitted for
self-government, and that the scheme of
aunexation is a grand land speculation,
destined to benefit only a favored few, If
thiese or any of tho numerous other charges
urged by the opponcents of this acquisition
movement be proven, they may arise as
objections to annexation, hereafter but not
to an examination of the subject now. It
was a wise plan to appoint a committee of
investigation, and it will bo well for the
public to await its report before coming to
a final decision, either in favor of or adverse
to annexation,—Hearth and IHome.

The Corsets,

The question of appearance bring us at
once to the consideration of the corsets, for
it Is undeniable that these articles of dress
are now worn maiuly for appearance sake.
When and by whom they were devised no
oune knows. It issaid they were first intro-
duced asa means of punishing refractory
wives, by lacing the ladies up in them in
the days when the husband's will was abso-
lute, and “woman’s rights'” were unknown.
If this is true, woman, with her usual skill,
has  converted the weapous employed
agaiust her, to her own usc. For every
other article of female attire, we can find
some model, either in Nature or Art, how-
ever far fetched the comparison may be,
but the most lively imagination can trace
no resemblance between the corset and its
use, and anything clse in creation, except
in the form of the wasp, or in some of the
ancient statues of Pallas, where she {s pre-
sented wearing a breastplate of scales, the
shape of which somewhat resembles the
modern corset; but the learned and war-
like goddess wore this for defence, not for
the production of a small waist; and indeed,
had she sccured this great desideratum of
modern time, she would probable have
been safe from the solicitations of Vulean;
for with the Ancients,—gods as well as
men,—the wasp-like waist of to-day wonld
liave been considered a deformity, It is
strange that woman should huve so far
departed fiom the old models of female
Leauty that we see represented in the Greek
and Roman statues that have been pre.
served to us.  In all these the female waist
isrepresented as full, round and handsomely
moulded, and could never have been
restricted by bands or ligatures of any kind.
I read lately of a gentleman visiting some
ancient Italian sculptures in company with
several ladics, when he took the handker-
chief of one of them, encircled her walst
with it, measuring the girth, and then
passed it about the waist of onc of the
ancient Venuses that are models of whata
beautiful female form was, showing the
difference in size. lle was an observing
fellow, but a bold one, and probably got
lLis ears Loxed for his impudence. Sur-
geons sonictimos employ a contrivance like
thie corset for holding broken ribs to thelr
places, but they would not dare to lace it
as tightly as the corsets are worn by many
lzdies. Women dress to please the other
scx (and to anger cach other), but I assure
them the corset adds nothing to their
attractions in the eyes of men, for but very
few of that scx admire a small, stiff, wasp-
like waist,—preferring the naturally full,
rounded outline, which can never oxist
where the corsets are worn so tightly as to
compress the waist to any great extent.
Dr. Holmes, in his poem of “My Auut,”
well describes this insane idea of tight.
lacing:

¢ My aunt! My dear unmarried aunt,
Loug years have o'er her flown;

Yet still she strains, the aching clasp
That binds her virgin zone.

I know it hinits her—though she looks
As cheerful as she can;

Her waist is ampler than her life—

For life is but a span.
* * * * » * * *

“They Lraced my aunt againts a board
To make her straight and tall;

They laced her up, they starved her down,
To make her light and small;

They pinched her feet, they singed her Lair;
They screwed it up with pins.

O never mortal suffered more,

In penance for her sins!"

The present mode of wearing the clothes
suspended from the waist, united with the
tight corset, restricts a woman in the exer-
ciso of cvery limb, as is seen in the fact
that when she wishes to engage in any
active work, off comes the corset; or at
any rate the laces are slackened so that the
muecles of tho trunk and limbs may have
full play. Sce how free and graceful the
motions of children are in their loose and
casy clothing, before they are put into tho
tight Lands and ligaturcs that are consid-
cred necessary to make them appear grace-
ful(?) Children's clothing is generally sus-
pended by waists, and it s a pity that
children of older growth should depart
from the ** customs of their childhood® in
this matter: Our country’ girls are often
and justly envied for their pretty round
forms and ruby checks, and freedom and
ease of movement, and they gain theso by
being less entrammelled by the dictates of
fashion, and lving more in accordance
with the laws of nature, among which tho
woaring of tight corsets and suspending
tho clothies from the waist aro certainly not
to be found.

1IOW CORSETS SIIOULD BE WORN,

That corsets are always injurious I have
not stated, for there aro cases in which,
when they aro properly moulded and fitted
to the form, they may be of great comfort
to the wearer, such as cases of weakuess or
deformity; but tho moment you lace it so
tight as to compress the chest and abdo-
men, it ccases to Lo of benefit, and {s pro-
ductive of injury. A corset might bo con.
structed, nicely fitted to the form, moulded
at the top so as to receive and support the
Lreasts when necessary, and the lower por-
tion so shaped as to rest on tho hips—not
tho waist—an elastic strap should pass over
the shoulders, and be made adjustable to
different lengths by buttons or buckles.
Some means of attachment for the skirts
might be dovised that would suspend them
from the corsets, Ly buttons or otherwise,
and yet allow their weight to be suspended
mainly from the shoulders by rcason of the
straps passing over them. These straps
should support the corset, and prevent it
pressing too heavily on the hips; and if the
corset is properly fitied to the hips, these
will casily support what little weight comes
on them. Remember there is a distinction
Letween the waist and hips, aud that the
corsct is to Lo so constructed that the
weight of the skirt shall fall mainly on the
shionlders. When women will wear corsets,
some improvement of this kind can be
casily devised by the modiste, and a single
trial will be all that is neccessary to con-
vince any one of their superiority over the
old style.
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Tur Cuksareake Ovster BEps.—Tho
arca of the oyster beds of tho Chesapeake
and its tributaries is computed to embrace
3,000 acres. Thuse beds yield to commence
about 23,000,000 Lushels annually, and it is
stated that a sufficient quantity besides is
taken to form the chief provender of 20,000
persons.  We learn, from a rveview of the
oyster trade of Baltimoro fer tho last year,
that the capital employed in the city in
carrying on the canuing alone of the oyster
is $10,000,000. About eight million bushels
of oysters are consumed by the packers
one-fouth of which are packed raw in cans
and shipped to various points packed in ice
while the remainder are steamed slightly
and scaled liermetically in cans of one, two
and three pound cach. The manufacture
of packing cases, tin cans, the printing of
labels, etc., constitutes in jtself an immense
revenue, and gives employment tothousands

of persons.
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464 Few More Left”

Tho most renowned street-vender in
New York, orinthe world, is Henry Smith,
the * Razor Strop Man'’ of Nassau street.
Born in England, six mouths after Water-
loo, his youth was roving and dissipated,
aud his devotion to drink gained him the
sobriquet of *0ld Soaker” before he was
twenty-one. Signing the abstinence pledge
for a month, and then for life, o became a
good husband, an industrious man, and an
andent temperance advocate. In 1842 he
sailed in the Ontario for Amecrica. Land.
ing in New York, Lo soon began to sell
razor-strops, and Lis strect speeclies wero
such droll, witty, and sensible mixtures of
prose aud poetry, that in threo months ho
made himself the prince of peddlers. His
sayings were chronicled in the papers, his
portrait was published in the Sunday Atlas,
and he even appcared for seven nights at
the Olympic Theatre in Mitchell’s play of
the **Razor Strop Man."” [1lisfame rapidly
spread, and he made the tour of the Union,
teaching temperance and selling Lis strops,
until his characteriftic saying, “A few
more left of the same sort,” becamea ““house-
hold wondl.”

Ho achioved a fortune in a few years;
but the spirit of speculation seized bim,
and the crisis of 1857 swept away his last
dollar. With unshaken courage and a
fresh basket of strops he began life anew,
visited his native England and won much
reputation asa *‘genuine Yankeo peddler.”
Returning to America, the war found him
at Rochester, whero Lis enlisted in a volun.
teer regimnent. In his left leg he still car-
ries a Gettysburg musket-ball. When told
that it might be nccessary to amputats
the limb, he replied, ‘“Well, I suppose I
can afford to lose it, as I shall still have
one more left of the same sort!” The leg
was saved, but tho wound disabled him and
compelled his return to Rochester, whoro
he served till after the close of the war as
recruiting sergeant, and in the soldiers’
hospital. With a purse from the city, a
letter of thanks from the Mayor, anda
Zouave aniform from his regiment, the
veteran vender returned again to New York
and became once moro the ¢ Razor Strop
Man ' of Nassau street.

Ago has whitened his close-cut hair and
moustache, and the shoit growth on his
bronzed cheek and chin; and his witty old-
time speeches no longer gather crowds of
laughing buyers. Buthiseyestil twinkles
with kindly shrewedness behind his gold-
rimmed spectacles, and his softly spoken,
““Herc you are, young man!" is often the
prelude to a sensible and genial preachment
of temperanco and the many virtues of the
strops, razors, knives, and other wares that
overflow his red, white, and blue striped
‘“first National basket.""—Scridner.
