Making tho insignificant. difference of
nearly §115,000 in the expense of tho two
Legislatures, the latter body not having a
single Republican member in it; the former
being controlled by Republicans. At pres-
ent, when no political excitement disturbs
the minds of the people, it may be profita-
ble for them to cxamine these matters of
increasing expense, and learn from figures
and facts of their own stating, that the
men who control the party in power in
Maryland, while they have been amusing
the people with a multitude of charges of

tepublican extravagance and plunder, and
a hue and cry about negro sufirage, which
is totally Leyond their power to control or
alter any way, that they have been heaping
taxes and debt upon the State such as it
never before experienced.

Wans and Means,

The tollowing article on Chureh tinanees,
from a vecent number of The Methodist, is
very suggostive.  When cortain amounts
of money ninst necessarily bo provided to
keep any business or institution in work-
ing condition, thero should bo somo well
matured system to supply toa cortainty
tho estimated amount. If an unforseen
cmergency ariso which calls for an extra
sum, means could be evised to procure it
without interfering with tho established
financial policy of tho Church.

Thegg is no man a member of Church so
dostitute, who could not contributo ten
cent a woek, and no member of his family
who may be a Church member, that could
not pay one to five cents aweek. A major-
ity could pay twonty-five cents and not bo
percoptibly affected in their finances.  So
also others could afford from fifty cents to
adollar. Evory member's or family’s por-
tion should Lo well defined, and tho pay-
ment of that sum o required as a condi-
tion of membership. Tho member who
shirks the payment of his or her cquitable
portien of the necessary expenses of the
socicty is a Lypocrite, and thero is no reli-
gion in him. The business world watches
such peoplo narrowly.

"There is nothing so disgusting connected
with Church matters as the periodical dun-
ning which necessity forces upon the lead-
ers.

When they are compelled to traverso tho
aisles with a Uasket or paper and pencil,
hailing John Doe and Richard Roe for do-
nations or subscriptions, to put bLread in
tho mouths of the Minister and his family,
or furnish light and fucl for tho Church.—
Tho Sanctuary assumes all the appearanco
of an auction room, when brother Deacon
calls out from one part of tho housc:—
« Brothor Smith #10;" and Brother Stew-
ard echoes from thoopposite side, ‘“Brother
Joues §3;" while the Minister descending
from the pulpit with penciland paperin
hand prepares to clerk the sale, reporting
to the congregation from timo to time, the
amount tallied; and tho congregation with
mouths agape leoks on the ludicrous scenc,
with apparently moro interest than it tovk
in the sermon, which by this timeisentirely
forgotten by tho majority present.

But it may be urged in opposition to a
systimatized modo of defraying the current
expenses of tho congregation, that some
members, and not a few, neglect to pay
their weekly “dues,”” and thero is no way
to compel payment. We say turn them out.
The man who will cheat his congregation
out of tho beggarly pittance of ten cents a
week is no advantage to the socicty to
which Lo Lelongs. o only wears the
church as a cloak to cover similar transac-
tions among his neighbors. But he does
not deceivo tho world, for it watches all
such narrowly, and tho skeptic finds in
such “professing Christians’ ono of the
strongest grounds of assault upon religion.
All such membership is a decided injury to
the Church, and causos a very largo class
of upright, honest and uscful men to stand
aloof, who would Lecome a power for good
in the church, Its sympathy forsimpering
rascals is the greatest weakness of the
| Church at the present day.

These weak brethern and sisters ave
known of all men. They lean on the
church, and add tothe weight it hasto

great \nck of method in sccuring means
for tho support and spread of the Gospel
generally,  ‘The church ought to anticipato
her necessitics, and by a well organized
sbriptural plan lay up in her treasury, in
store, for all contingencics, so that when
calls are made thercon no hasty and urgent
appeals to her congregations or individual
members may be required; or, in other
words, *“that thero be no gatherings when
I come.”

Do we lay by us the first day of the week
as God hath prospered us? Consider, if you
please, the contributions of auy of our con-
aregations: examine the accounts for the
last two or three years, and contrast tho
amount of contributions with the ability of
the members and the claims for Christian.
izing purposcs. Let thoso acquainted
with the circumstances of the members of
different Christian congregations form a
moderate ecstimate of their earnings, and
sce whether they have dono their duty in
¢« tithes and offerings’ for according to
the Christian rule, ;‘ﬂd in harmony with
the practice of Old Testament saints, at
least a tenth of our income should bo given
to God's service. If not, then, ““upon the
first day of the week, let every one of you
lay by him in store as God hath pros-
pered him,”” and it will surprise those who
have not thought of it how much money
may be raised during tho year (without
being oppressive to tho givers) for various
church expenses.  For example: if some of
the members of a Congreation, numbering
say four hundred, would give each Sabbath
even not more than ten cents a picce, and
othicrs would give (according to their means)
sums varying from ten cents to five dollars,
though perhiaps the latter amount could be
aftorded by comparatively few—it being
understood, lhowever, that whatever sum
might be dedicated would be paid regularly
every Sabbath, and should the contributor
be occasionally absent, then the succeeding
Sabbath, the arrears to be made up and
paid into the treasury—the amount collect-
ed at the end of the year would be very
considerable.  For instance:

I£ 10 members give 10 cents cach, the
amount would be 1 a Sabbath, or §52

: If 20 members give 20 cents cach, the
amount would be $1 a Sabbath, or $203 a
year. ~

1f 100 members give 23 cents each, the
amount would be $25 a Sabbath, or $1300 a
year.
