Tho delegates wero called by Districts by
the Secretary, and W. H, Emerson and T.
P. Jones, Jr., of the First District, wero
substituted for Henry M. Ilayes and I.
Clay Ellison, abseut. Intho Third Dis.
trict Col. J. C. Hill was substituted for
George Ricketts, absent. Tho delegates
from the Eighth District not having ar-
rived tho Convention was adjourned till 1}
o'clock, I'. M., and the delegates wero invit-
ed ‘o an informal comference, when the
question of adjourning toa future day was
discussed by several gontlemen.

The hour for re-assemb ling, 1jo'clock,
baving arrived, the Convention was called
to order by the Chairmau. The flrst busi-
ness in order after assembling was to dis-
pose of the proposition to adjourn to a fu
ture day, which was negatived. Tne next
business in order was tha nominations for
County Commissioners. David Palmer,
of the 2nd District, Palmer C. Strickland,
of the 3rd District, and Luke Brown, of
oth District, were nominated, and there
being no other names in nomination, were,
on motion declared the unanimous nomi.
nees of the party.

L. T. Roberts, 2nd District, Isaac Z.
Collings, 5th District, and Sutton Scarbo-
rough, 9th District, wero nominated Judges
of the Orphans’ Court.

Nominations for the Ilouso of Delegates
being next in order, Job Haines, of R‘i:ing
Sun; I, II. Kimble, of 4th District, Col.
Isaac D. Davis, of the 3rd District, and
D. K. Ralston, of Port Deposit, were nom-
inated. The Convention proceeded to bal.
lot, which resulted in the choice of Haincs,
Davis, and Ralston as Candidates for the
House of Delegates.

The next nomination was for Sheriff.—
Jas. S. Crawford, John T. Burkins, C. B.
Cutler, Samuel Haddock and — McCar-
dle, wero placed in nomination. The first
vote resulted in 19 for Cutler, 17 for Craw.
ford, 5 for Haddock, 2 for Burkins, and 2
for McCardle. Thoe names of .the two low.
est were dropped, and there being three
Candidates now in the ficld the second vote
resulted in 20 for Cutler. 17 for Crawford,
and 8 for Iladdock. Twenty-three votes
being required to nominate, it was announc.
ed by tho Chair that neither candidate was
nominated. Another voto was taken with
the samo result, when a motion was carried
to drop the lowest, and the delegates pro.
ceeded to vote for Cutler and Crawford,
which resulted in 24 votes for Cutler, and
19 for Crawford.

The next nominations were for Stato's
