¢ [n any suit brought on any judgment
bond, or other writing, sealed by the party \
if tho defendant shall have any demand or |
claim against the plaintiff, upon judgment |
bond, or other instrument, under seal, or
upon note, agreement, assumpsit or account
proved he shall be at liberty, to file his
account in bar, or plead discount to the
plaiutiff’s claim, and judgment shall be
given for the plaintiff, forthe sumn only
which remains due, after just discount
made. Provided the sum which shall re.
main due after such discount, be sufficient
to support a judgment in the Court,—
Where the cause may be tried according
to its established jurisdiction. In any suit
upon simple contraet, the defendant may
file an account in bar, or plead discount of
any claim he may have against the plaiu-
tifl, proved according to law, which may
be of an equal or superior nature to the
plaintif°s claim, and judgment shall be
given as aforesaid, Maryland Code, Art.
LXXV,

To authorizo a set-off the debts must be
mutual and due at the commencement of
the action. A joint debt can not be set-oft
against a separate one.

Another common defence before a Justice l

Second,
An agreement that the money lent shall be i
returned at all cvents. Third, Not only .
that the money lent shall be returned but
that for such loan a greater interest than
that taxed by law shall Le paid
1€ any person shall exact directly or indi- !
rectly, for loan, of auy toney, goods or
chattles, to be paid in money above the
value of six dollars, for the forbearance of
one hundred dollars, for one year, and zo
after that rate for a greater or lesser sum,
or for a longer or shorter time, hio shall be
deemed guilty of usury, Any person guilty
of usury shall forfeit all the excess above
tho real sum or value of tho goods and
chattles actually lent or advanced. And
tho legal intorest on such sum or value,
which forfeiturc shall jnsue to the beuefit
of any defendant who shall plead wsury
and prove the same.

JUDGMENT.

Justices of the Pcaco shall euter up
judgment in all cases brought or tried
before them, within three days aftera final
licaring of the case. And all judgments
for the payment of money xhall be so
entered as to draw interest from the date
thercof. A confession of judgment by a
defendant without any summons may be
entered and such judgment shall be valid.
The plaintiff may sufter judgment to go
against him by failing to establish sufll.
cient grounds for a decision in his favor;
or by failing to prosecuto his suit. Inthe
latter caso it is called a judgment of Non
DPros in which case the plaintifT is at liber-
ty to bring a new suit, which is not the
case when the judgment is for the defend-
ant generally, in which case the plaintiff
cannot bring a new suit for tho same
cause of action.

It should also be remembered that at
any time during the day on which judg-
ment is given, the Justice may open the
judgment, provided, process Las not been
issued thereon. The justice must, if
required furnish a copy of the judgment
on which copy any other justice may issuc
exocution.

unworthy the dignity of astatesman. Mr.

tages of good government, and should feel,
in common with the whole country, a rea.
sonable pride in so wise achief magistrato.
Democrats cannot afford to go out of their
party and pick up a sccond-rate candidate;
